Facilitating the workshop
Introduction to CHPS sample scope and sequences
Begin the recording. Pause at 2:45, to conduct a live walkthrough accessing the CHPS sample scope and sequences, or follow the guided walkthrough on the recording.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 12:39, to allow time for participants to navigate to the Planning, programming and assessing page for their chosen scope and sequence.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 13:18, to allow time for participants to open the excel document of the scope and sequence of their choice.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 14:09, to allow participants time to explore the content in their chosen scope and sequence.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 15:22, to explore the organisation and structure of the chosen scope and sequence.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 16:09, to allow participants time to explore the repeated content in their chosen scope and sequence.
Pause at 17:16, to allow participants time to explore the structure of the content in their chosen scope and sequence.
CHPS sample scope and sequences
Continue the recording at 17:20. 
Complete the energiser activity at 27:48.
Pause at 44:40. Allow 20 minutes for activity 1 to be completed. 
Activity 1 – scope and sequence exploration. Follow the instructions onscreen to explore the CHPS sample scope and sequences. 
Note: presenters support participants accessing scope and sequences, using filters, and answering questions.

Continue the recording at 44:42. 
Pause at 49:12. Allow 20 minutes for activity 2 to be completed. 
Activity 2 – exploring Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander content. Follow the instructions onscreen to explore Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander cultures content in the CHPS sample scope and sequences. 
Note: after 20 minutes prompt participants to begin their comparisons between the 2 CHPS sample scope and sequences.
Continue the recording.
Pause at 57:09. Allow 20 minutes for activity 3 to be completed.
Activity 3 – creating written texts in the sample scope and sequences. Follow the instructions onscreen for participants to explore the creating written texts content in the CHPS scope and sequences. 
Note: after 20 minutes prompt participants to begin their comparison discussions between the 2 CHPS sample scope and sequences
Continue the recording.
Pause at 1:03:35. Allow 10 minutes for activity 4 to be completed.
Activity 4 – CHPS connections. Follow the instructions onscreen to explore the connections across CHPS sample scope and sequences.
Note: after 10 minutes prompt participants to begin their comparison discussions between the 2 CHPS sample scope and sequences
Whole school planning
Continue the recording at 1:03:39. 
Pause at 1:09:50. Allow 20 minutes for activity 5 to be completed.
Activity 5 – whole school planning considerations ‘Professional borrowing’. Follow the onscreen instructions to complete 3 tasks in small groups to collaborate on considerations for whole school scope and sequence refining to support implementation. 
Note: after 12 minutes prompt participants to begin the borrowing of ideas on contextualising CHPS sample scope and sequences. After 5 minutes of ‘borrowing’ time prompt participants to return to table groups and add sticky notes.
Continue the recording. 
Pause at 1:11:25 to read prompts onscreen. Continue the recording.
Pause at 1:12:51. Allow 45 minutes for activity 6 to be completed.
Activity 6 – CHPS sample scope and sequences – whole school planning. Follow the onscreen instructions and use the planning matrix in the workbook to unpack the whole school needs to be considered for contextualising school scope and sequence. Display brainstorming activity prompts onscreen. After 45 minutes allow sharing and reflection time with participants.
Note: presenters to roam around the room being available for questions and discussions. Monitor the group and provide time checks throughout the working time.
