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Task description
This task is designed to assess your understanding of art making and art critical and historical practices, by providing you with opportunities to explore intentions, choices and actions as an artist and curator.
You are to create a proposal and supporting information for a street art festival called ‘Reimagined’ to be hosted in our school. The task will include 2 parts.


Part A – art making response
You will adopt the role of the artist to propose an artwork that reimagines an accepted idea to be included in the street art festival. This part of the proposal should include:
a small-scale draft, model or image of the artwork you are proposing to make for the festival
documentation in your Visual Arts diary of:
the ideas you want to communicate through the artwork
the choices you have made to communicate your ideas, including details about the installation location, size, materials, subject matter and visual language
your art making experiments, processes and reflections to develop the proposed artwork sample
the impact you want your artwork to have and how your choices will achieve these intentions.


Part B – art critical and historical response
You will adopt the role of the street art festival curator. Select an artist and one of their artworks to be included in the festival and create the supporting information that will be used to give the festival audience a deeper understanding of the artist’s practice and artwork. In this part of the task, you should:
explain the artist’s intentions, choices and actions to make the artwork
explain how the artist is reimagining an idea about art or the world in their time and place (historical perspective)
explain how well the artist has achieved their intended impact on the audience through their choices and actions (critical perspective).
The in-class activities that lead up to this assessment task have been designed to teach you the knowledge, understanding and skills necessary to complete this task.
Teacher note: you may like to specify the modes that students can present their proposal in and provide further information about specific guidelines such as time limits, poster size, recording length, number of pages or word limits.
To support you to demonstrate your knowledge, skills and understanding you will be provided with:
an art critical and historical scaffold
an art making scaffold.
