Part A – art critical and historical studies response
You have learnt about the work of Jenny Orchard, the Hermannsburg Potters and Vipoo Srivilasa, and the ways they have developed visual languages and symbols to communicate narratives and messages to audiences. Throughout this unit you have investigated how artworks can be expressions of deeply personal and emotive experiences that lead audiences to think, feel and wonder.
Think like a critic and write a critical review to demonstrate your understanding of the structural and subjective viewpoints. Express your own interpretation of one artwork by responding to the following prompt.

Part B – art making
This task is an opportunity for you to design and construct an imaginative ceramic ‘creature of consequence’ to communicate a narrative about the effect of human impact on our environment. Take inspiration from the visual languages of Jenny Orchard, the Hermannsburg Potters and Vipoo Srivilasa to develop your own visual language and include a range of representational and associative symbols to communicate ideas to audiences.
You will hand build this ceramic sculpture using a selection or combination of pinch pot, slab and coil construction techniques.
The design, form, colour and texture of your creature will be determined by your narrative and interpretation of the environmental issue.
Document your concept development and planning through sketches and annotations in your visual arts diary.
