This sample scope and sequence for Dance (Year 12) is aligned to the Dance 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2025). In each term, the units outlined are designed to run concurrently and may be adapted as per the needs of the individual school context. The assessments in this document align with the assessment details included in the Dance (Year 12) – sample assessment schedule document published on the Dance 11–12 webpage of Planning, programming and assessing Creative Arts 11–12. The course requirements are outlined in the course structure and requirements section of the Dance 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2025).

Table 1 – Term 4
	Essentials
	Unit and assessment overview

	Learning overview
	Performance – students engage in regular dance technique classes and learn Dance work 1, manipulating the components of performance to communicate the intent. Students learn about how context influences the choice of auditory elements, the intent and the application of the components of performance in the dance work. The students engage in regular formative check-in opportunities to assist with analysis and critical reflection.
Appreciation – students select a practitioner and begin a research portfolio applying the ethics and responsibilities associated with research. They analyse the contextual background, training, influences, style of the practitioner. Students view and analyse excerpts from dance works choreographed by their selected practitioner building a broad understanding of their body of work. They use the components of appreciation to make informed judgements about the practitioner’s body of work.

	Assessment
	Students are provided with regular formative assessment opportunities in Performance and Appreciation. The summative assessment in a submission of their Appreciation research portfolio.
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Term 1 (30 hours)
Table 2 – Term 1
	Essentials
	Unit and assessment overview

	Learning overview
	Choreography – students reflect on the research of their selected prescribed practitioner from Appreciation and choose a specific aspect of the research as the stimulus for the development of a choreographic idea. They explain the selection and structure of the accompaniment for the choreographed work and its relationship to the idea and intent. Students generate abstract symbolic movements using auditory elements and the elements of dance to communicate the intent. They begin to structure and sequence phrases to purposely communicate the intent. The students engage in regular formative check-in opportunities to assist in critical reflection and refinement.
Appreciation – students view and analyse the NESA-prescribed dance work. They analyse the contextual background of the dance work, training, influences, style and body of work of the choreographer (practitioner). Students use the components of appreciation to describe, analyse, interpret and make informed judgements about the dance work.

	Assessment
	Students are provided with regular formative assessment opportunities in both Choreography and Appreciation. The summative assessment is the presentations of their Choreography as a work in progress and submission of a prepared presentation on their choreographic process.
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Term 2 (30 hours)
Table 3 – Term 2
	Essentials
	Unit and assessment overview

	Learning overview
	Choreography – students continue with their choreographic process by structuring their choreographed dance work relative to the structure of the accompaniment to communicate the intent. Students continue to use the components of choreography to choreograph a dance work in a personal style. They engage with regular critical reflection and draw from teacher and peer feedback to refine their choreography.
Performance – students learn to manipulate the components of performance to communicate the intent in the contrasting Dance work 2. They demonstrate the relationship between dance technique, kinaesthetic awareness and the communication of the intent and style. Students manipulate the elements of dance to communicate the intent and demonstrate stylistic characteristics. They identify the structure of the dance work and use it to refine their communication and interpretation of the intent. Students reflect critically on the use of the components of performance to refine the communication of the intent in both contrasting dance works.

	Assessment
	Students are provided with regular formative assessment opportunities Choreography and Performance. The summative assessment is the performance of both contrasting dance works in progress.
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Term 3 (30 hours)
Table 4 – Term 3
	Essentials
	Unit and assessment overview

	Learning overview
	Performance (Weeks 1–5) – students present their Dance work 1 and Dance work 2 for teacher and peer feedback and continue to refine their work. Students engage in learning to explicitly prepare for the structured interview, including peer-led interview questioning and formal interview practise.
Choreography (Weeks 1–5) – students present their choreographed dance work for teacher and peer feedback and continue to refine their work. Students engage in learning to explicitly prepare for the structured interview, including peer-led interview questioning and formal interview practise.
Appreciation (Weeks 6–10) – students revise the research of their selected practitioner and apply the components of appreciation to make informed judgements about the practitioner’s body of work. Students revise the use of the components of appreciation from prior learning to evaluate the dance work and its contribution to the art form. Students engage in writing practise essays to refine their analysis and evaluation of the prescribed dance work and their selected prescribed practitioner to prepare for the written examination period.

	Assessment
	HSC Trial under examination conditions for the interviews for both Performance and Choreography and an extended response on the prescribed dance work.
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
