[bookmark: _Toc200008058]Target audience
[bookmark: _Toc147228333][bookmark: _Toc151622424]The core formative tasks are intended to guide interpretation of the syllabus and provide a model of syllabus-aligned assessment practice. The content provided is educative and is intended to support the teacher and their practice as they design assessment tasks for their students. The structure and content is influenced by the department’s Effective assessment practices – a guide for teachers and leaders and the Strengthening assessment advice. The tasks provided also align with NESA’s Assessment Principles and their advice on Formative Assessment. These tasks provide opportunities for teachers to gather evidence about student achievement in relation to syllabus outcomes.
[bookmark: _Toc200008059]When and how to use
The core formative tasks are intended to guide students as they gradually work towards their formal assessment for the program, ‘Representation of life experiences’. Students will develop their skills in imaginative and reflective composition and develop their conceptual understanding of representation, theme and code and convention. The core formative tasks are written specifically about the core text. If different texts from the Whitlam Institute’s What Matters? Writing Competition are selected for study, the core formative tasks could serve as a model for the design of formative tasks aligned to your chosen text.
The tasks have been created to allow entry points for students across a range of abilities. Each core formative task focuses on one or more of the key skills needed to successfully complete the imaginative and reflective response required by the formal assessment.
Teacher note: the text in the blue feature boxes are instructions for the classroom teacher engaging with the resource. This is to be deleted by the teacher before issuing the core formative tasks to students.

[bookmark: _Toc200008061]Representation of life experiences – core formative tasks
[bookmark: _Toc126938999][bookmark: _Toc140045571][bookmark: _Toc147228336]Teacher note: a short description of each task is provided. This description is written in plain language. If the tasks are modified, the description should include a clear outline of the audience, purpose and context of the task. This helps students and teachers plan for the style, form and the necessary language, forms and features required.
Supplementary information can be provided later in the document or listed within the ‘Relevant resources’ heading provided for each task. This reduces the cognitive load experienced while using the overviews and provides easy reference points for teachers as they navigate the multiple documents connected to this program.
The tasks provided align with the NSW Department of Education’s Effective assessment advice and NESA’s Assessment Principles, as well as NESA’s advice on Formative Assessment. These provide clear opportunities for teachers to gather evidence about student achievement in relation to syllabus outcomes.
In this program, students will deepen their understanding of how language forms and features are used in narrative. They will compose an imaginative response that represents a thematic concern. This imaginative piece could use hybrid forms of narrative. Students will experiment with narrative code and convention. This will help them to craft their ideas with the intention of positioning their audience for the formal assessment which is an imaginative response and a reflection on the composition process.
The core formative tasks build student capacity to demonstrate their understanding in the formal assessment task. This includes experimenting with imaginative composition and language features and drafting a reflection.

Teacher note: Core formative task 1 – imaginative writing can be found in Phase 2. Relevant activities and resources can be found below.
Phase 2 and Core formative task 1 – imaginative writing are designed to support teachers to differentiate the teaching and learning of the program for individual student needs. The teacher should review student responses to see where their strengths and areas of improvement lie. If students have a clear understanding of narrative conventions, you can adjust the program content to reflect student needs.
1. Students use the stimulus image from Core formative task 1 – imaginative writing to write an imaginative story.
1. Their story should
be approximately 200 to 400 words in length
use an appropriate narrative structure
use a range of narrative language features
use a range of appropriate punctuation.
The teacher identifies areas of improvements and strategies for differentiated pathways to guide their teaching and learning of imaginative writing in this program.

Core formative task 1 – imaginative writing
Teacher note: students will apply their prior understanding of imaginative writing in this core formative task. This task connects to the following content points.

[bookmark: _Toc200008064]Core formative task 2 – adaptation of ideas and attitudes for a new audience
Teacher note: Core formative task 2 – adaptation of ideas and attitudes for a new audience can be found in Phase 3. Relevant activities and resources can be found below.
Phase 3 and Core formative task 2 – adaptation of ideas and attitudes for a new audience are designed to support students to adapt the opening of a fairy tale or fable for a new context and experiment with codes and conventions in their own writing. It requires students to justify one authorial decision made to repurpose the fairy tale or fable for a modern purpose and audience. The purpose of this task is to develop students’ imaginative and reflective writing skills in preparation for their formal assessment task.
1. Students choose one of the fairy tales or fables from Phase 3, activity 1 – identifying ideas and values in texts.
1. Students reinterpret the attitude, ideas or themes represented in the fairy tale or fable by manipulating the codes and conventions. They re-write the opening of the original text for a new context and purpose.
1. Students use Phase 3, activity 4 – reflecting on writing to explain one authorial decision they made to repurpose the fairy tale or fable in their English workbook.
1. Students use the checklist in Phase 6, activity 2 – check your draft to edit their own work.

[bookmark: _Toc200008066]Core formative task 3 – experimenting with language features
Teacher note: Core formative task 3 – experimenting with language features can be found in Phase 5. Relevant activities and resources can be found below.
Phase 5 and Core formative task 3 – experimenting with language features are designed to support students to experiment with a range of language features used in the core texts. It is designed to develop students’ knowledge and understanding about how features of writing can be used to enhance their composition. The purpose of this task is to provide an opportunity for students to experiment with language features they could use in their own composition.
1. Students use the opening lines from Core text 5 – ‘Nomad’ by Eleanor Swan to prompt their own response.
1. They incorporate a selection of persuasive language features studied in the core text.
1. They self-review their draft and make any required refinements.
Students use Phase 6, activity 3 – peer feedback to give and seek feedback from peer(s).
Students use Phase 6, activity 4 – actioning feedback to refine your writing to revise their work.

[bookmark: _Toc200008068]Core formative task 4 – writing a draft reflection
Teacher note: Core formative task 4 – writing a draft reflection can be found in Phase 5. Relevant activities and resources can be found below.
Phase 5 and Core formative task 4 – writing a draft reflection are designed to support students to draft a reflection about their formal assessment composition. The purpose of this task is to provide students with an opportunity to reflect on and evaluate their writing in preparation for Part B of their formal assessment task.
1. Students use their imaginative response for this task and Phase 5, activity 2 – reflective writing support.
1. They reflect on how
1. their imaginative hybrid composition represents a specific thematic concern
1. the core text(s) influenced their compositional choices, using specific examples from both their own work and the core text(s).
The reflection should
1. use language appropriate to reflective writing to evaluate their compositional choices
be 400 to 500 words in length.
Students should refine their reflection through
1. self-editing using Phase 6, activity 2 – check your draft and the student-facing rubric from the Representation of life experiences – imaginative response and reflection assessment notification
1. seeking peer feedback using Phase 6, activity 3 – peer feedback
1. applying peer feedback using Phase 6, activity 4 – actioning feedback to refine your writing
1. seeking teacher feedback using Phase 6, activity 5 – student-teacher conference.
