[bookmark: _Toc140045568]A combination of teacher and student information is contained in this resource. The purpose of the content intended for teachers is educative. This is intended to support the teacher and their practice as they design formal assessment task notifications.
[bookmark: _Toc206157906]When and how to use
[bookmark: _Toc140045569]This sample assessment notification has been designed for Term 1 of Year 11. It provides information to students about what to expect in the formal assessment task for this program, which is a writing portfolio. Students are provided with the opportunity to express an informed and personal response to a range of core texts, demonstrating their understanding of the stylistic features of discursive, persuasive and reflective writing.
As part of the writing portfolio, students will select either the discursive or persuasive pieces they have composed over the course of the unit, refining one to submit as part of the portfolio. Students will also complete an in-class reflection on their chosen piece and how their writing process has been influenced by one of the core texts studied in class.
Teacher note: the blue feature boxes include instructions for the classroom teacher engaging with the resource. These are to be deleted by the teacher before issuing the assessment to students.

[bookmark: _Toc206157908]Reading to write: Transition to English EAL/D – writing portfolio
Teacher note: change the tense of these instructions if you are issuing the assessment later in the program when students have engaged in this learning.
In this program, ‘Reading to write: Transition to EAL/D’, you will engage with a variety of quality short imaginative, discursive and persuasive texts. This study will enhance your ability to select and apply reading strategies and expand your vocabulary. The core texts have been selected as a source of inspiration that will guide you to respond critically and creatively.
Your study will provide you with opportunities to develop a strong understanding of form and structure in your writing. By analysing and experimenting with language forms and text features, you will refine your own compositions and learn to shape your language for different audiences, purposes and contexts. This exploration is designed to foster your appreciation of texts and strengthen your personal voice as a writer and support you to plan and refine your written responses.
This writing portfolio is intended to assess your ability to compose a range of texts. You will use the codes and conventions of the selected forms and explore how language can be harnessed to create connections. The in-class reflection will assess your ability to explain the influence of the language and form of the chosen core text on your writing.

[bookmark: _Toc176529681][bookmark: _Toc140045572]Teacher note: when transferring this task into your school’s assessment template, provide a short description of the task. This description should be written in plain English. It should include a clear outline of the audience, purpose and context of the task. This helps students understand appropriate style, form, and the necessary language, forms and features required. This advice can be customised at a school level.
Supplementary information can be provided later in the document. This reduces the cognitive load experienced while using the notification. The assessment should align with the Department of Education’s Effective assessment advice as well as NESA’s Assessment Principles. It should provide clear opportunities for teachers to gather evidence about student achievement in relation to syllabus outcomes.
In this task, you will refine a discursive or persuasive piece that you have been working on as part of a writing portfolio. You will refine your piece for a writing summit and complete an in-class reflection. Your reflection should explain the inspiration for your piece and discuss the compositional process.
[bookmark: _Toc206157911]The context of the task
Teacher note: the ‘Harnessing the power of language to make connections’ from the Emerging Writers Summit (EWS) for Part A is fictional. The task provides an authentic audience, purpose and context. Teachers may adjust as necessary to suit their school context. If you choose to change this aspect of the assessment, the description should be written in plain English. It should include a clear outline of the audience, purpose and context of the task. This helps students understand appropriate style, form, and the necessary language, forms and features required.
This is designed to be a response that is developed throughout the term and submitted on the due date at the end of the program. Drafting and feedback processes are included in the program to ensure that the response is authentically composed by students. However, this task could be adjusted to a timed response completed in class.
The word limit for this task could also be adjusted to suit the individual needs of students in each school context. In-class completion of Part B – reflection should take place within the timeframe of a single lesson.
The Emerging Writers Summit (EWS) is hosting its annual 2-day writing workshop. This summit focuses on supporting young writers to come together, share their work and develop their writing skills. The theme for this year is ‘Harnessing the power of language to make connections’.
The EWS has invited young writers to submit a piece of persuasive or discursive writing based on this year’s theme, ‘Harnessing the power of language to make connections’ (500 words). This will be accompanied by a reflection explaining how you have used language features and text structures to shape your ideas and represent certain perspectives in your writing (500 words).
Part A – compose a persuasive or discursive text (500 words)
Select ONE of the following core formative tasks you have worked on throughout the term. Refine this composition in preparation to submit it as part of your writing portfolio.

	Choose a specific person who has impacted your life.
Use a symbol or extended metaphor to represent your relationship with this person – it could be a gift they have given you or something that reflects the way the relationship has helped you grow or shaped or influenced the way you see the world. Consider how this person may have:
expanded your understanding of the world
challenged your thinking
led you to align with or challenge certain perspectives or ideas
influenced the way you approach particular parts of your life.
Write a letter of gratitude to them, emphasising how they have shaped or influenced you as a person.

consider how the selected core text has influenced your understanding of how language can be harnessed to make connections
use the codes and conventions of your chosen form
compose a piece that aligns with the audience, purpose and context of your piece of writing – the Emerging Writers Summit for young writers
refine and revise your work through the drafting, editing and monitoring process, applying self and peer feedback.
Part B – reflection (500 words)
How do the texts we read influence our understanding and use of language and form?
Select one of the core texts explored in class. In 500 words, explain how the core text has influenced your own use of language and form in your portfolio submission.
For your reflection, you should:
assess the influence of the language and form of the core text of the prompt on your submitted piece of writing
support your understanding and ideas with textual references from your own text and the selected core text
show how the core text influenced your own composition
show how you have use language forms and features and text structures to shape ideas and convey perspectives
explain how you have shaped your Part A response for the audience, purpose and context
use the codes and conventions of reflective writing.

Teacher note: this schedule is designed to allow students to authentically engage with their writing while responding to the theme of the Emerging Writers Summit (EWS). Changes can be made to the audience, purpose, context and word limit as necessary to suit the school context. This schedule is designed to support students to successfully complete the task and to support teachers in their monitoring of student progress. The list should be refined to reflect the resources and materials provided to the class. The list provided below reflects the resources, activities and core formative tasks that would be useful for students as they refine their assessment submission. This schedule is not for the purposes of compliance and students should not be penalised for not meeting interim times. The second column could be:
· determined and refined by the teacher based on school context
· used to feed forward
· co-constructed with students.
Implementing the steps to success will support you to demonstrate your knowledge, skills and understanding and prompt you to seek support as it is needed. These steps also provide you with opportunities to receive feedback throughout the drafting and refining process. [bookmark: _Toc126939003]Teacher note: the structure of the marking criteria depends on the requirements of the assessment task. Two marking criteria templates have been provided. This demonstrates the various approaches to marking criteria. The following marking criteria table contains language that may be useful in the composition of criteria for each grade. Each criterion has been refined to reflect the requirements of the outcomes. The language is reflective of the Common Grade Scale for Preliminary Courses, syllabus outcomes and the Year 11 English EAL/D Understanding and Responding focus area content.
The Common Grade Scale for Preliminary Courses can be used to report student achievement in Year 11 in all NSW schools. Teachers may find the language helpful when composing their own marking criteria.
The English Stage 6 – Year 11 Record of School Achievement Common Grade Scale for Preliminary Courses is used to award grades ‘based on student achievement in their assessment work’ (NESA 2024). The scale provides generic, holistic descriptions of performance that should be used to determine overall student achievement.
ACE rule 2.1.1.13e (Preliminary) mandates task notifications to include the marking criteria (where appropriate).
