

English Extension 11–12 – sample scope and sequence
This is a sample scope and sequence for Year 11 English Extension and Year 12 English Extension 1 and it is aligned to the English Extension 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2024). Samples of teaching and learning programs and assessment plans outlined in this scope and sequence will be made available on the Planning, programming and assessing English 11–12 webpage throughout 2025.
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[bookmark: _Toc195513422]Rationale
This resource has been developed to assist teachers in NSW Department of Education schools to create and deliver teaching and learning practices that are contextualised to their classroom. All NSW public schools need to plan curricula and develop teaching programs consistent with the Education Act 1990, the NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA) syllabuses and credentialing requirements.
Scope and sequence documents form part of the ongoing evidence schools maintain to comply with the Curriculum planning and programming, assessing and reporting to parents K-12 policy standards, the Stage 6 – monitoring implementation and support information and NESA’s Registration process. The sample scope and sequence template uses NESA’s Advice on scope and sequences.
[bookmark: _Toc176693161][bookmark: _Toc195513423]Purpose, audience and suggested timeframes
The sample scope and sequence template will be useful during the engage and enact Phases of the curriculum implementation cycle. It is not a standalone resource. This sample is teacher facing and is designed to assist teachers as they familiarise themselves with the English Extension 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2024) and plan for implementation. Many schools will have their own scope and sequence templates. This sample is designed to be flexible and able to be adapted and refined by teachers as they plan for student learning needs.
[bookmark: _Toc176693162][bookmark: _Toc195513424]Opportunities for collaboration
The following is an outline of some of the ways this sample scope and sequence could be used with colleagues as part of the professional learning cycle.
Use the structure and/or content of the sample as a model of compliant scope and sequencing and make modifications reflective of contextual needs.
Examine the sample during faculty meetings and/or planning days and collaboratively refine scope and sequences based on faculty or school goals, or plan opportunities for collaborative development.
Use the programming, assessment or text requirement suggestions as an opportunity to backward map from Year 12 into Year 11 and consider entry points from Stage 5.
Use the planning as an opportunity to consider the individual requirements of the different Year 11 and 12 English courses.
Teacher note: this sample scope and sequence is organised to reflect the student learner journey. The Backward design model was used in the planning stages. It is recommended that teachers begin planning for Stage 6 with the Year 12 course. Skills and knowledge should be identified and the progression of these purposefully mapped through the Year 11 course.

[bookmark: _Toc195513426]Texts, culture and value
In this focus area, students examine a key text from the past and its manifestations in a range of texts from more recent social, cultural and historical contexts to explore how and why texts reflect and challenge cultural values over time. This focus area also provides opportunities for students to develop skills in independent investigation and critical and creative thinking, to express an informal personal understanding of the relationship between author, purpose, form, language, audience and context.
Table 1 – English Extension Year 11 – Texts, culture and value including the Related research project
	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Focus area
	Texts, culture and value – the Year 11 course structure and requirements mandate that for the English Extension Year 11 course, students are required to complete a Related research project ‘that may be undertaken concurrently’ within their study of the Texts, culture and value focus area.

	Indicative hours
	Texts, culture and value – 40 hours
Related research project (undertaken concurrently) – 20 hours
The Year 11 course structure and requirements mandate the indicative hours for this focus area.

	Guiding questions
	How and why do texts reflect and challenge cultural values over time, with values embedded in one text, paralleling, challenging or offering alternatives to another?
How does the relationship between text, author, reader and context shape meaning?
How can authors craft texts that re-imagine other texts by experimenting with perspective, point of view, style and context to show how values are maintained and changed?

	Assessment
	Assessment 1 – viva voce – students respond to a series of questions about the ways texts evolve and are carried forward for new audiences and purposes. Students will draw on their knowledge of Texts, culture and value, their key text from the past, additional readings, interpretations and the student’s own independent investigation. This viva voce will be an 8- to 10-minute interview.
Assessment 2 – critical response – students compose a personal response analysing and evaluating a text from the past and its manifestations in a range of texts from more recent social, cultural and historical contexts. Students will examine concepts that connect the texts, including the ways authors are influenced by context and values and how these shape meaning. The response should be between 900 to 1100 words.
Assessment 3 – related research project – students synthesise their research in and understanding of Texts, culture and value to craft a creative response that re-imagines or re-creates other texts. Students reflect on and evaluate the impact of independent investigation on their planning, drafting and experimentation with traditional or emerging literary forms, assessing the influence of stylistic choices on meaning. The creative response should be between 800 and 1000 words. Students will also complete an 800 to 1000-word evaluative reflection.

[bookmark: _Toc195513428]Literary worlds including Elective 4 – Natural worlds
In this focus area, students engage with, interpret and experiment with the complex relationship between texts, authors, readers and contexts. Students will evaluate a range of texts that construct literary worlds, including a range of short texts, extracts from larger works and prescribed texts for Elective 4 – Natural worlds.
Table 2 – English Extension 1 Year 12 – Literary worlds including the elective
	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Focus area
	Literary worlds including elective – Natural worlds – the English Extension 1 Year 12 course structure and requirements state that students are required to undertake the study of ONE elective option.

	Indicative hours
	60 hours (including ONE elective option) – the course requirements of the English Extension 1 Year 12 course structure and requirements mandate the indicative hours for this focus area.

	Guiding questions
	How do literary worlds, a textual creation of imagination, establish the complex relationship between author, reader and text?
How does the exploration of our place within the natural environment help us consider notions of self-renewal, identity and purpose?
How can authors experiment with critical and creative compositions to communicate their understanding of the ways that literary worlds are constructed, expressing complex ideas and emotions, attitudes, experiences and values?

	Assessment
	Assessment 1 – multimodal presentation – students craft a creative response, constructing their own literary world that expresses complex ideas and emotions, motivations, attitudes, experiences and values. Students record a reading of their creative response, including a personal reflection on and evaluation of their writing process, stylistic and language choices, purpose and connection to the Literary worlds focus area. This multimodal presentation will be 8- to 10-minutes.
Assessment 2 – critical response – students evaluate the ways authors construct literary worlds to shape meaning and influence responses. Students develop a clear, personal argument about the relationship between the author, reader and texts. This response should be between 1000 and 1200 words.
Assessment 3 – trial HSC examination – students complete a formal written examination that aligns to the English Extension 1 HSC examination specifications, including Question 1 – Literary worlds and Question 2 – Electives.
