This resource has been developed to assist teachers in NSW Department of Education schools to create and deliver teaching and learning practices that are contextualised to their classroom. All NSW public schools need to plan curricula and develop teaching programs consistent with the Education Act 1990, the NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA) syllabuses and credentialing requirements.
Scope and sequence documents form part of the ongoing evidence schools maintain to comply with the Curriculum planning and programming, assessing and reporting to parents K-12 policy standards, the Stage 6 – monitoring implementation and support information and NESA’s Registration process. The sample scope and sequence uses NESA’s Advice on scope and sequences.

The sample scope and sequence will be useful during the engage and enact Phases of the curriculum implementation cycle. It is not a standalone resource. This sample is teacher facing and is designed to assist teachers as they familiarise themselves with the English Life Skills 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2024) and plan for implementation. Many schools will have their own scope and sequence templates. This sample is designed to be flexible and able to be adapted and refined by teachers as they plan for student learning needs.

Life Skills courses are designed for students with intellectual disability in Years 7 to 12 who cannot access stage or prior stage outcomes with or without adjustments, as determined through Collaborative curriculum planning involving the student, parents or carers, and teachers. They are not suitable for students without intellectual disability or students who could meet outcomes with adjustments.
[bookmark: _Toc198832644][bookmark: _Toc198833722][bookmark: _Toc205209649]Assessment of Life Skills outcomes
Students must demonstrate achievement of one or more Life Skills outcomes. Assessments can be flexible using various options, for example written, spoken, visual and assistive technologies, and may be implemented in different learning environments. Formal assessment of Life Skills outcomes is not required.
NESA has provided assessment advice on the Assessment of Life Skills outcomes webpage. NESA identifies that:
Students are required to demonstrate achievement of one or more Life Skills outcomes. Assessment should provide opportunities for students to demonstrate achievement in relation to the selected outcomes. Assessment can occur in a range of situations or environments, such as the school and the wider community. Evidence of achievement can be based on:
· formative assessment opportunities
· summative assessment opportunities.
There is no requirement for formal assessment of Life Skills outcomes. Stage 6 Life Skills courses do not have external examinations or mandatory projects.
The assessments in the scope and sequences align with the sample materials that have been published on the Planning, programming and assessing English 7–10 webpage. Each program is supported by a series of formative assessments that build towards an optional formal assessment. Life Skills notes are provided to identify the ways that assessments could be adjusted, or where an alternate task could be provided, where appropriate.

[bookmark: _Hlk201741601]Each school is responsible for selecting texts appropriate for the learning needs of their students and their community context. This is reflective of the guidelines within the NSW Department of Education’s Curriculum planning and programming, assessing and reporting to parents K-12 policy standards and the Controversial issues in schools policy. The texts suggested in this sample scope and sequence provide one way to approach the text considerations for the English Life Skills 11–-12 Syllabus, specifically the advice found in the Course structure, and provide examples of informing text selections alongside the Teaching advice found in the focus areas.

The following tables set out the 3 sample programs that make up the English Life Skills Year 11 scope and sequence. The pre-filled rows offer examples and suggestions for delivering English Life Skills 11–12. This content is not prescriptive; rather, it is intended to support teachers by providing one possible approach to planning. When planning Life Skills in Stage 6, teachers should consider the diverse needs, interests and preferred communication modes of their students. Using tools that support a collaborative approach to planning and implementation of teaching and learning is supported by extensive research, including CESE’s research What works best 2020 update, which is well worth exploring.

In this sample program, students engage with a range of short texts to explore how Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander composers express their connection to place.
Table 1 – English Life Skills Year 11, program 1 – Connection to place
	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students will explore how the language, visuals and structural elements of texts convey meaning and represent diverse relationships with place. They will compare texts on similar themes, considering how context and lived experience shape representation and audience response. Students will compose personal and creative responses that explore their own connections to place, experimenting with language, form and visual elements to communicate meaning. Emphasis will be placed on the importance of connecting with local community and Country, encouraging students to engage with Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander perspectives and deepen their understanding of place through lived, local knowledge. This unit provides flexibility for teachers to integrate outcomes and content from other Life Skills courses, allowing a multidisciplinary and setting-specific approach that aligns with students’ needs and interests.
Focus areas: Communicating and Understanding and responding to texts

	Indicative hours
	40 hours – the Year 11 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	How do Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander composers represent connections to place through language forms and features?
How can pictures, symbols or other visual elements be used to express personal and cultural connections to place?
How can composing texts communicate individual and collective relationships with place?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students explore how personal and cultural connections to place are expressed through language, structure and visual elements across a range of texts, including those centred on Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander culture and Country. Suggested core formative tasks could include:
1. Plan for an excursion
2. Personal response to text
3. Group work
4. Representing place
5. Class anthology or portfolio

In this sample program, students engage with a range of short texts to explore how texts represent human connections across cultures, context and experiences.
Table 2 – English Life Skills Year 11, program 2 – Love, hate and everything in between
	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students will explore how composers represent romantic and platonic relationships, as well as the tensions, conflicts and reunions that shape them. Through supported analysis, students will explore how different textual forms and features position audiences to personally respond to a text. By engaging with a diverse range of texts, students will develop their ability to recognise the emotional and social dynamics between characters, including exploring safe and respectful relationships. Students will be encouraged to identify personal connections with texts while developing an appreciation for different perspectives on relationships and life.
Focus areas: Understanding and responding to texts and Expressing ideas and composing texts

	Indicative hours
	40 hours – the Year 11 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	How do texts shape our understanding of human relationships and influence the way we perceive the world around us?
How do different texts connect with each other and reflect or challenge our own experiences of relationships?
How can analysing relationships in texts help us develop our own ways of expressing, understanding and navigating real-world relationships?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students explore different types of relationships and communication strategies across a range of texts. They respond using multimodal formats and are supported by scaffolding to identify and compare how emotions and relationships are represented in texts.
Suggested core formative tasks could include:
1. Visual response
7. Text annotation
8. Safe communication poster
9. Representation of relationships
10. Reflection on learning

	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students are supported to develop media literacy and critical thinking skills by exploring how language, form and structure create meaning and shape audience responses. Through the exploration of mysteries and conspiracy theories, students will compare perspectives, identifying connections between ideas, and evaluate how personal experiences and cultural contexts influence meaning. They will articulate agreement or disagreement with ideas presented in texts, demonstrate respect for diverse viewpoints, and reflect on how texts shape their understanding of the world.
Focus areas: Engaging with texts and Understanding and responding to texts

	Indicative hours
	40 hours – the Year 11 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	How do composers use language, structure and form to construct and communicate mysteries and conspiracy theories in texts?
How do biases, perspectives and cultural contexts shape the way information is presented, interpreted and shared?
What strategies can be used to determine the credibility and reliability of information in texts?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students explore how mysteries, conspiracies and speculative ideas are communicated through language, structure and form. They respond creatively, including by experimenting and representing their own ideas, to a range of texts.
Suggested core formative tasks could include:
1. Persuasive language annotation

13. Multimodal presentation
14. Evaluation of bias and credibility
15. Refection on learning journey.

In this sample program, students develop knowledge and communication skills to access and navigate healthcare services.

	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students are supported to further develop the confidence and communication skills needed to independently travel to, attend and interact with staff in healthcare settings. Through engagement with real-world texts, structured interactions and advocacy focused tasks, students will build their understanding of their rights and responsibilities within the Australian healthcare system. Students will explore how information is communicated, from public health materials to personal stories and learn how to identify and apply key medical terms, symbols and documents. By engaging with a range of texts and activities, students will develop their ability to advocate for their own health needs, recognise different perspectives on healthcare experiences and apply their learning in unfamiliar contexts.
Focus areas: Expressing ideas and composing texts and Engaging with texts

	Indicative hours
	30 hours – the Year 12 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	What communication strategies support effective communication in healthcare settings?
How is healthcare information presented?
How do informative and personal texts shape understanding of rights, responsibilities and experiences in the healthcare system?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students engage with a range of accessible healthcare texts to understand key features, purposes and communication styles.
Suggested core formative tasks could include:

	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students will engage with a variety of narratives that reflect diverse perspectives on education, identity and belonging, considering how these stories influence their understanding of personal and shared experiences. Through exploring texts, students will develop their ability to express ideas, represent personal experiences and communicate for different audiences and purposes. They will recognise how photographs, symbols and language create meaning, using these elements to compose personal responses and multimodal texts that inform or engage an audience. With scaffolded support students will compose texts using their own ideas and experiences, refining their storytelling and communication skills in a range of real-world and creative contexts.
Focus areas: Communicating and Expressing ideas and composing texts

	Indicative hours
	30 hours – the Year 12 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	How do texts influence the way experiences of schooling and growing up are remembered and shared?

	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Students will engage in wide reading, viewing or listening experiences using texts they choose or are supported to select based on their interests, preferences and communication needs. Through regular supported reading sessions and structured opportunities to share their responses, students will develop the confidence to express personal opinions and ideas, build emotional connections to texts, and practise respectful communication with peers. Students will learn to describe what they enjoy about texts, reflect on what stands out to them, and make simple comparisons across texts or experiences.
Focus areas: Communicating and Understanding and responding to texts

	Indicative hours
	30 hours – the Year 12 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	What makes a story engaging and meaningful to me?
How do texts represent experiences, emotions and perspectives?
How can I share my thoughts and ideas about a text in different ways?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students engage in wide reading of teacher-selected Hi-Lo texts and could be assessed on their fluency, vocabulary and comprehension.

In this sample program, students will explore how emotions are represented in fiction and non-fiction texts and develop strategies to express their own emotions in contextually and age-appropriate ways.

	Essentials
	Program and assessment overview

	Overview
	Through structured support and explicit teaching, students will explore how different characters in texts respond to emotions and life events. These texts serve as an entry point for examining how language, forms, features or structures convey human experiences. By engaging with dynamic and complex characters, students will be supported in identifying their own emotions, and developing strategies for recognising, understanding and expressing emotions in familiar contexts. This unit integrates Social-emotional learning (SEL), by explicitly teaching self-awareness, self-regulation, social awareness, relationship skills and decision-making.
Focus areas: Communicating and Engaging with texts

	Indicative hours
	30 hours – the Year 12 course structure and requirements mandates the indicative hours, which can be equally distributed across 4 terms to align with other courses and timetabling. Specialised settings may adjust this distribution to accommodate extracurricular programs or transition activities, ensuring the full 120 hours are met across the year.

	Guiding questions
	How do texts represent emotions and human experiences through language?
How do composers shape audience understanding of emotions and relationships?
How can texts support the development of strategies for recognising, understanding and expressing emotions in different contexts?

	Formative assessment suggestions
	Students explore emotional expression in texts and real life, using multimodal and journaling strategies to recognise and communicate feelings. 
Suggested core formative tasks could include:
