This assessment requirements sample will be useful during the engage and enact Phases of the curriculum implementation cycle. It is not a standalone resource, and should be used in consultation with the English Standard 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2024) and its assessment requirements. This assessment schedule sample is designed to be used in conjunction with the English Standard sample scope and sequences and course requirements planner published on the Planning, programming and assessing English 11–12 webpage.
[bookmark: _Toc196318846]Purpose, audience and suggested timeframes
Many schools will have their own assessment schedule templates. The layout of this document is intended to support faculty communication, professional learning and collaborative planning which should be completed for each stage and course. The document is also designed to support schools to meet the requirements outlined in the ACE Rules.
ACE Rule 2.1.1 Preliminary course school-based assessment outlines requirements that schools must follow regarding the development of a school-based assessment program for Year 11. This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
ACE Rule 2.1.2 HSC school-based assessment outlines requirements that schools must follow regarding the development of a school-based assessment program for Year 12. This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
When completed, this sample has been designed as a tool that can be distributed to students.

· Keep a copy of this document in a folder or drive alongside other organisational and compliance-related materials.
· Distribute a completed version of this document to students to ensure consistent communication across classes.

	Assessment overview
	Writing portfolio – this portfolio will consist of 2 parts.
· Part A – students refine and submit their choice of a discursive, imaginative or persuasive piece (500 words).
Part B – students compose a reflection in class on the due date. In the reflection, they assess the connections made between their work and one of the model texts. They analyse how a significant feature of the selected model text influenced their writing.
	Multimodal podcast – students analyse the core text and one other text studied in the focus area in an episode of the Story Battle podcast. They analyse the way both composers have told their stories, and which text is most effective in communicating its concerns and engaging the audience.
	Examination – students will complete a yearly examination.
This examination will be in 2 parts.
Part A – a reflective writing piece connected to the focus areas of Reading to write: Transition to English Standard and Contemporary possibilities
Part B – an extended analytical response connected to the focus area of Close study of literature

Sample assessment program
NESA’s sample Year 12 formal school-based assessment program for English Standard is:
4 assessment tasks, including:
a task assessing The craft of writing with a weighting of 20% to 30%
a formal written examination
a weighting of any individual task of 10% to 40%.
Some students with disability may require adjustments in order to access assessment opportunities and demonstrate achievement of outcomes.
The craft of writing
Assessment of this focus area provides students with the opportunity to:
demonstrate their knowledge, understanding and skills in creative writing for a range of contexts, purposes and audiences
write in forms other than an analytical or critical response to literature.
This focus area may be assessed in a variety of ways, such as on more than one short piece of writing and through a range of modes. A portfolio of work is not required for this task.

	Assessment overview
	Short answer and extended response – this timed in-class task has 2 parts.
Part A – short answer. Students will be provided with 3 texts at least 2 weeks prior to the task and respond to short answer questions about 2 of these on the task date.
Part B – extended analytical response. Students will be provided with 3 possible questions at least 2 weeks prior to the task and respond to one of these on the task date.
	Extended discursive response – students will contribute to a special issue of an Australian literary journal exploring the significance of language, culture and identity in elevating diverse voices.
	Multimodal composition – students will contribute to an art exhibition, exploring the impact of the distinctive features of a text on creative works. An artist’s statement of intent details the ways the artwork has been influenced by the particular ideas and characteristics of the text.
	Trial HSC examination – students will complete a Trial HSC examination.
The examination will consist of 2 papers.
Paper 1 – Texts and human experiences will contain 2 sections
