It is not a standalone resource, and should be used in consultation with the English Studies 11–12 Syllabus (NESA 2024) and its assessment requirements. This assessment schedule sample is designed to be used in conjunction with the English Studies sample scope and sequences and course requirements planner published on the Planning, programming and assessing English 11–12 webpage.
[bookmark: _Toc213998390]Purpose, audience and suggested timeframes
Many schools will have their own assessment schedule templates. The layout of this document is intended to support faculty communication, professional learning and collaborative planning which should be completed for each stage and course. The document is also designed to support schools to meet the requirements outlined in the ACE Rules.
ACE Rule 2.1.1 Preliminary course school-based assessment outlines requirements that schools must follow regarding the development of a school-based assessment program for Year 11. This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
ACE Rule 2.1.2 HSC school-based assessment outlines requirements that schools must follow regarding the development of a school-based assessment program for Year 12. This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
When completed, this sample has been designed as a tool that can be distributed to students.

Use this sample to confirm that all requirements mandated by the syllabus and the ACE rules are met.
Cross-reference the assessment schedule against content within teaching and learning programs/units, scope and sequences, assessment notifications and student resources.
Keep a copy of this document in a folder or drive alongside other organisational and compliance-related materials.
Distribute a completed version of this document to students to ensure consistent communication across classes.

	Assessment overview
	Portfolio of writing and reflection – students submit a portfolio of writing drawn from tasks completed in class throughout the term. Students will submit 3 texts composed in class and select one to be marked for the assessment. They will submit a:
performance poem
hybrid discursive text
narrative.
Students will also submit a reflection explaining:
how the stages of the writing process supported their composition
how language choices have changed depending on the purpose, and form of each text
their choice for selecting one text for marking.
	Advertising campaign – students will work in a group to create an advertising campaign for a performance of the core text. This will include a range of texts such as a:
poster
radio advertisement
review for social media
performance program
design for an item for the merchandise stand (for example, keyring, t-shirt, coffee mug).
	Composition – students will compose a text related sporting event. Students can choose to compose either a:
sports report
short story that draws inspiration from the event
motivational speech for the team or athletes
short film documentary about the team or athletes
short biography or extract from a biography.

The following table provides a sample formal assessment schedule for Year 12 English Studies. The assessments outlined in this document align with the assessment details included in the English Studies Year 12 – sample scope and sequence document published on the Planning, programming and assessing English 11–12 webpage.
Teacher note: there are 4 formal assessment tasks in this Year 12 English Studies assessment sample. It is important that English Studies students are given the experience of completing an HSC trial examination. This will familiarise them with the structure and style of questions for students who intend to complete the external examination. It will also inform the estimated examination mark that teachers must provide for students electing to complete the optional HSC examination in English Studies. An examination style task should be included as part of the program and the formative assessment plans.

	Assessment overview
	Panel discussion – in small groups, students will participate in a filmed panel discussion, where each student introduces a related text and draws connections between its themes, characters or context and those of the prescribed text. The recording will be submitted for assessment.
	Soundtrack and analysis – students will compose a song list of 3 to 4 songs to accompany an imagined short film version of a piece of creative writing that they composed in Term 1. They will annotate 2 of the chosen songs and explain why these are effective choices for the soundtrack or playlist.
	Examination – students will complete comprehension questions on the texts studied in class and unfamiliar texts. They will choose one of the prescribed texts as a model for their own writing.
	Folio and composition – students will collect a range of texts (for example, news articles, podcasts, social media posts and documentaries), that explore a topic or issue from a list provided by the teacher, such as:
climate change
identity
health
working life
the economy.
They analyse the representation of the topic in each text. They produce their own text on the topic in the form of their own choosing, such as a short film, a visual essay and explanation, or a website.
