[bookmark: _Toc211238653]Task description
The purpose of this assessment is for students to apply their knowledge of liveability of place and understanding of geographical tools to investigate their local environment. Students will construct a geographical report explaining strategies to improve liveability of a place. As part of the report students will need to discuss the environmental, social, economic and political factors that influence the liveability of a local suburb, town or city.
In this task, students will:
research liveability of place in a local suburb, town or city using geographical skills and tools
create a geographical fieldwork report summarising findings and explain strategies that could be used to improve liveability in the selected suburb, town or city
communicate geographical information using appropriate concepts and terminology.
The task will assess the student’s understanding and application of geographical inquiry skills, including:
pre fieldwork (acquiring geographical information)
fieldwork (acquiring geographical information)
post fieldwork report (processing and communicating geographical information).
[bookmark: _Toc211238654]Submission details
Note: students are not being assessed on the evidence of fieldwork only the fieldwork report. Students require the evidence of fieldwork to support their inquiry response.
Students will submit:
a fieldwork report that communicates geographical information consisting of
subheadings to separate each section of the report (introduction, body, conclusion, annotated bibliography)
a description of the factors that make a place liveable and an application of these factors to a local suburb, town or city
an explanation of strategies to improve liveability in a local suburb, town or city
an appropriate inclusion of tables, graphs and figures.
