Facilitating the workshop
1. Reflect on the Human Society and its Environment (HSIE) K–6 Syllabus (2024). Consider:
What is your current level of understanding of the HSIE K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
How confident do you feel in implementing the HSIE K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
1. Begin the recording. Pause at 3:27. Allow one minute to read the onscreen content. 
Pause the recording at 5:02. Allow 5 minutes for Activity 1.
Activity 1 – identifying geographical information – open the HSIE K–6 digital syllabus and go to the content tab. Using the geography content, read each content point and record the  geographical information sources for each stage in your workbook.
Optional – pause the recording at 5:35 and allow time for participants to complete the table in their workbook.
Pause the recording at 6:35. Allow 10 minutes for Activity 2.
Activity 2 – using maps and images as geographical information – match the map names and descriptions to the images provided in your workbook.
Optional – pause the recording at 8:53. Allow 2 minutes to reflect on resources and further professional learning that may be needed.
Pause the recording at 17:30. Allow 20 minutes for Activity 3.
Activity 3 – using the Teaching advice (additional) in history – select a stage and download the related teaching advice (additional) from the Teaching and learning support tab of the digital syllabus. Read the stage content points in your workbook and corresponding information in the teaching advice (additional) document. Record ways that students can acquire, process and communicate information using historical sources.
Conclude the recording, allowing time for participants to enrol in the Statewide staffroom and consider the key takeaways.
Ask participants to reflect once more on the 2 questions posed at the beginning of the session:
1. What is your current level of understanding of the HSIE K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
How confident do you feel in implementing the HSIE K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
