1. Use the Teaching advice (additional) and consider the sources of evidence and ideas that are provided to support teaching the identified content points. 
Reflect on how the teaching advice suggests students acquire, process and communicate information using historical sources and record the ideas in the table on the next page.

	Acquire:
Limiting the number of images or objects
Selecting sources from distinctly different time periods
Invite guest speakers
Process:
Compare objects and engage students in discussion
Encourage careful observation
Ask and answer questions
Communicate:
Draw conclusions
Use prompts. For example, ‘Look closely at the image/object, describe what you see.’ ‘What does this image/object tell us about life now or in the past?’
