Stage: 2
Title: 永远的朋友 (Friends forever)
Description: In this unit, students have a conversation online with their friend in China telling them about their friend in Australia. In their conversation, students describe their friend’s appearance, things that they do together and their personality. 
Duration: This lesson sequence is designed to be completed over approximately 8 weeks.
Student proficiency levels: It is assumed that many Stage 2 students have been learning Chinese since Kindergarten and for many, their proficiency level will be Intermediate, although some students will still be at the Beginner level. Every classroom will be different, and teachers will need to adapt to their context. Many classes may include a combination of Beginner, Intermediate and Advanced students.

[bookmark: _Toc177399555]Activity 1 – learning map
Explain and display the Learning map to give students a more detailed breakdown of lessons during the unit. Point out that the Learning map is a plan that may need to change.
Tell students that in this unit, they will be asking and responding to questions about their friend, their appearance, things they do together and their personality using questions on Resource 1 – question cards which will each be the focus of a lesson. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399556]Activity 2 – Timmy the puppet
Introduce a puppet to the class and tell them that in this unit, you and your friend, Timmy the puppet, will have a conversation about your friend in China. You and Timmy will ask and respond to the questions about your friend on the various topics every week. Display and point to a picture of your friend (see Figure 3).
[bookmark: _Ref177131474]Figure 3 – friend in China

Sample conversation:
Timmy the puppet: 你好! 你好吗？ (Hello! How are you?)
Teacher: 你好! 我很好.(Hello! I’m good.)
Repeat the conversation a few times. Ask students if they can identify any words. Have students Think-Pair-Share to discuss any Chinese words they already know in the conversation. Ask students if they can predict the meaning of the words我很好 (I’m good), 你好吗？ (How are you?) in English.
Display Vocabulary 1 – introductory phrases on the board and point to the questions 你好！你好吗？ (Hello! How are you?) and 你在干什么？ (What are you doing?) on the board from Vocabulary 1 – introductory phrases. Tell students that you will be calling out greetings and asking them how they are and what they are doing in Chinese. Greet and ask students how they are in Chinese. Call out each word on the board in Chinese and ask students to tell their partners the words they know in English. Check if their prediction was correct. Model and drill the correct pronunciation of the phrase and ask them to repeat each word after you.
Point to the sentence 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I am playing with my friend.) Tell them to respond to the question 你在干什么？ (What are you doing?). They might say, 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I am playing with my friend.) 
Practise the conversation as a whole class. 
Sample conversation: 
Timmy the puppet: 你好! 你好吗？ (Hello! How are you?)
Teacher: 你好! 我很好. (Hello! I’m good.)
Timmy the puppet: 你在干什么？ (What are you doing?)
Teacher: 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I am playing with my friend.)
[bookmark: _Toc177399557]Activity 3 – What’s your friend’s name?
1. Tell students that they will revise how to ask someone their name. Ask students what their name is by asking, ‘What’s your name?’ in Chinese. Students turn to face a partner and ask them their name in Chinese. 
Display Resource 1 – question cards on the board. Read Question 1 aloud. After reading, ask students to show a thumbs up near their chest if they know each question well, a thumb sideways if they somewhat understand it and a thumbs down if they have never heard the question.
Point out that the learning intention and success criteria of the lesson is to ask your friend their friend’s name in Chinese. Prompt students to ask their friend what their name is. Have students Think-Pair-Share to discuss any Chinese words they might use when asking someone what their name is.
Read aloud the first question, 你的朋友叫什么名字? (What is your friend’s name?), using Resource 1 – question cards and have students repeat each word after you.
Point to the picture of the friend (see Figure 3) and tell students that to respond to the question, ‘What is your friend’s name’, say 我的朋友叫... (My friend’s name is ...), Xiao Li in this case. 
Present the puppet to the students again and demonstrate the conversation with Timmy the puppet. 
Sample interaction:
[bookmark: _Hlk164241655]Timmy the puppet: 你好! 你好吗？ (Hello! How are you?)
Teacher: 你好! 我很好.(Hello! I’m good.)
Timmy the puppet: 你在干什么？ (What are you doing?)
Teacher: 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I am playing with my friend.)
Timmy the puppet: 你的朋友叫什么名字？ (What is your friend’s name?)
Teacher: 我的朋友叫Xiao Li. (My friend’s name is Xiao Li.)
Explain to students that sometimes pronouns are also used when responding to the question about their friend’s name. They can respond to the question 你的朋友叫什么名字？ (What is your friend’s name?) by saying 她的名字是 ... (her name is ...) for feminine and 他的名字是 ... (his name is ...) for masculine. 
Ask students to turn and face a partner and practise asking and responding to the question about their friend’s name by using pronouns.
Sample interaction:
Student A: 你的朋友叫什么名字？ (What is your friend’s name?)
Student B: 她的名字是Kim. (Her name is Kim (feminine)). 他的名字是Ken. (His name is Ken (masculine)).
Students take turns at asking and responding to the question.
[bookmark: _Toc177399558]Activity 4 – sing a song 
1. Display Resource 2 – ‘What is your friend’s name?’ lyrics and model singing it to the tune of the Chinese children’s song 我的朋友在哪里？(Where is my friend?).
1. Sing the song again, one line at a time. Ask students to repeat each line after you.
1. Ask students to listen to the song twice and get familiar with the tune. Sing the song again and ask students if they know any of the words in the song or can guess the meaning of unfamiliar words. 
1. Repeat the phrases or lyrics, as a whole and in chunks. Ask students to practise singing the song using correct pronunciation.
[bookmark: _Activity_4:_Dialogue][bookmark: _Toc177399559]Activity 5 – dialogue dance
Students practise telling their classmates about their friend. They walk around the classroom with the music. When the music stops, they pair up to practise the dialogue, then switch partners each time the music stops again. This continues until each student has practised with 3 to 5 different classmates. Encourage students to use the pronouns ‘his/her’ when asked about their friend’s name.
Sample interaction:
[bookmark: _Hlk164241180]Student A: 你好! 你好吗？ (Hello! How are you?)
Student B: 你好！我很好. (Hello! I am good.)
Student A: 你在干什么？ (What are you doing?)
Student B: 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I am playing with my friend.)
Student A: 你的朋友叫什么名字？ (What is your friend’s name?)
Student B: 我的朋友叫… (My friend’s name is …) / 他的名字是… (His name is ...) / 她的名字是… (Her name is ...)
Note: students with Advanced proficiency may choose different verb in this sentence, for example, talking, eating, and so on.
Evaluation: use Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the target language and their pronunciation.

[bookmark: _Vocabulary_3_–][bookmark: _Activity_1_–][bookmark: _Toc177399562]Activity 1 – pre-assessment 
Note: it is assumed that by Stage 2 most students would know some words from Vocabulary 2 – describing people. For pre-assessment, prepare the flashcards from Resource 4 – describing people flashcards with images only. 
1. Display Resource 3 – KWL chart in the classroom. Tell students that they will write words under each column depending on the vocabulary they already know and want to know for Vocabulary 2 – describing people.
Hand out a copy of the chart to each student.
As a class, brainstorm vocabulary related to describing people in English and display images from Resource 4 – describing people flashcards one at a time. Have students Think-Pair-Share to discuss the words they might know.
As you call out the words in English, ask students to write the words they already know under the ‘K’ column in Chinese, and words they want to learn under the ‘W’ column in English. 
Display flashcards from Resource 4 – describing people flashcards one at a time and have students help place each card next to the correct flashcard. Students check their responses. 
Model and drill the correct pronunciation of all the words. Ask students to pay careful attention to the words that are in their ‘W’ column of the KWL chart.
Begin a class word wall. Have students record the words they wanted to learn under ‘W’ column in Chinese.
Tell students that they will revisit the KWL chart later in the unit. 
Split the class in small groups of 3. Hand a set of Resource 5 – matching cards to each group. Explain that they will match the English translation, Pinyin, and Chinese characters when a word from Vocabulary 2 – describing people is called out. The first group to correctly match the words earns one point. The activity continues until all the words have been called out.
[bookmark: _Hlk162960503]Note: for students with Advanced proficiency, introduce additional phrases to describe someone’s appearance, such as 戴眼镜 (wears glasses), 又大又圆的眼睛 (big and round eyes). 
[bookmark: _Toc177399563]Activity 2 – ‘The Big Wind blows’
1. Tell the students that they will play a game called ‘The Big Wind blows’. Write 大风吹. 吹什么？ (The Big Wind blows. What does it blow?) on the board. Have the students repeat it after you several times. Explain that when they hear you say 大风吹 (The wind blows), they should respond with 吹什么？ (What does the wind blow?). Rehearse the phrase until students are familiar with it. To this, you can respond with any description that could apply to any or all the students. Examples include: 吹黑头发的小朋友 (The wind blows the children with black hair), 吹卷头发的小朋友. (The wind blows the children with curly hair).
Have students sit in a circle and you stand in the middle of the circle.
Demonstrate the game to the whole class. Begin the game by saying: 大风吹 (the wind blows). The students respond by saying: 吹什么？ (What does the wind blow?) either in English or Chinese. 
Respond with: 吹棕色眼睛的小朋友 (The wind blows the children with brown eyes) or 吹卷头发的小朋友. (The wind blows the children with curly hair).
All students with the characteristic that has been called out stand up and move out of the circle. The last student remaining will be in the middle to give instructions for the next round.
Divide students into groups of 6. Select one student from each group to lead the game. Continue playing until every student in each group has had a turn.
Note: if the students require assistance to remember the dialogue ‘The Big Wind blows. What does it blow?’ in Chinese, say it in English. However, students must respond with adjectives in Chinese. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399564]Activity 3 – asking and responding to questions
Note: When asking a question in Chinese, 什么样 (what) is positioned at the end of the sentence, unlike in English where ‘what’ is placed at the beginning of a question.
1. Display Figure 3 and Question card 2 in Resource 1 – question cards on the board. Hold Timmy the puppet in your hand, and tell students that you are going to have a conversation with Timmy about your friend’s name and appearance.
Sample interaction:
Timmy the puppet: 你的朋友叫什么名字？ (What is your friend’s name?)
Teacher: 我的朋友叫小丽. (My friend’s name is Xiao Li.)
Timmy the puppet: 你的朋友长什么样？ (What does your friend look like?) / 她长什么样？ (What does she look like?) / 他长什么样? (What does he look like?)
Teacher: 我的朋友有黑头发. (My friend has black hair.) / 她有黑头发 (She has black hair.) / 他有黑头发 (He has black hair.)
Point to the question: What does your friend look like? from Resource 1 – question cards. Read aloud the question 你的朋友长什么样? (What does your friend look like?) After reading, ask students to show a thumbs up near their chest if they know the question well, a thumb sideways if they somewhat understand it and a thumbs down if they are unfamiliar with the question.
Read the question aloud again using the correct pronunciation and intonation. Have students repeat each word after you. Explain them that they can also use pronouns such as 他/她 (he/she) instead of their friend’s name when asking about their friend’s appearance, for example: 她长什么样？ (What does she look like?) for feminine form and 他长什么样？ (What does he look like?) for masculine form. 
Write the question, ‘What does your friend look like?’ on the board in English, then write the question in Chinese, 你的朋友长什么样？ (What does your friend look like?) and compare it with the English translation. Highlight that in Chinese, when asking a question, 什么 (what) is placed at the end of a sentence.
In pairs, students practise asking the question about their friend’s appearance using their friend’s name and pronouns. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399565]Activity 4 – sentence builder – appearance
1. Display Figure 3 to students and ask the question 小丽长什么样子？ (What does Xiao Li look like?) Possible answers may include Xiao Li有黑头发. (Xiao Li has black hair.) Xiao Li很高. (Xiao Li is tall.) Students may respond in English at this point. As students are giving answers, display the relevant flashcards from Resource 4 – describing people flashcards on the board. 
Display Resource 6 – sentence builder – appearance to the students. Explain that they will be using this resource to make sentences about their friend’s appearance. Point out each of the columns: person, verb, adjective and noun. 
Introduce the phrases under the ‘person’ column, 我的朋友有/是…，他有/是…，她有/是… (my friend has/is ..., he has/is ..., she has/is ...) Model and drill the correct pronunciation of each phrase. Explain that these phrases are used as a sentence starter to describe someone’s appearance. 
Students self-assess their understanding of each phrase by raising their thumb up to their chest if they are familiar with the meaning of each phrase.
Model saying a few sentences to describe the appearance of a friend and ask students to repeat the sentence after you. For example, my friend is [adjective]. She has [adjective] [noun]. 我的朋友很高。她有长头发。(My friend is tall. She has long hair.) Then, ask them to turn to a partner and repeat the sentence. Repeat by making more sentences to describe the appearance.
Explain to students that both 红色的头发 (red hair) and 红头发 (red hair) are correct, but 红发 (red hair) is more concise and commonly used. When an adjective comes before 头发 (hair) and 的 is omitted, 头 (head) can also be omitted. Here are the examples:
黑头发 (black hair) can be simplified to 黑发.
短头发 (short hair) can be simplified to 短发.
Note: for students with Advanced proficiency, add measure words to describe the appearance in the sentence, for example, 我的朋友有一头红头发. (My friend has red hair.) 他有一双大眼睛. (He has a pair of big brown eyes.) 
[bookmark: _Activity_6_–][bookmark: _Toc177399566]Activity 5 – listen, draw and label
Note: as students are completing the activity, use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to record your observations of students' pronunciation and their use of grammar and vocabulary. 
1. One student verbally describes a friend's appearance in Chinese and the other student draws and labels the description on paper using Chinese characters or Pinyin. 
The students switch roles, allowing both to practise describing and illustrating.
Sample interaction:
Student A: 我的朋友有长发. (My friend has long hair.) 
Student B draws a picture of a friend with long hair and labels it with the Chinese characters for 长发 (long hair).
Student B: 我的朋友很高. (My friend is tall.)
Student A draws a picture of a tall friend and labels it with the Chinese characters for 高 (tall). 
[bookmark: _Toc177399567]Activity 6 – recording vocabulary
Have students record the new language into their Chinese exercise books and update the KWL chart with the words they have learned or words they may want to know.

[bookmark: _Toc177399570]Activity 1 – guess who
Review Resource 4 – describing people flashcards. Tell the students that you will provide a description of one of the students in the class, and they must guess who that is. For example: 他有短头发. 他很高. (He has short hair. He is tall.)
Split the class in small groups of 4. Ask them to complete the activity in small groups of 4. Encourage them to use positive language when describing their peers.
[bookmark: _Toc177399571]Activity 2 – verbal phrases
1. Display images from Resource 7 – verb phrases flashcards one at a time. Say each phrase in English as they are placed on the board. 
Explain to students that there are varied expressions for ‘play’ in Chinese. For example, in the phrase ‘play soccer’, the word ‘play’ is translated to踢 (kick), while in the phrase ‘play table tennis’, the word ‘play’ is translated to 打 (hit). 
Display a picture of people kicking a shuttlecock 踢毽子. Explain to them that 踢毽子 (kick shuttlecock) is a traditional Chinese game where players use their feet to keep a shuttlecock in the air. To kick well requires coordination, balance, and skill.
Figure 4 – kicking a shuttlecock

Pre-assessment: students look at Resource 7 – verb phrases flashcards. Ask students to identify how many words they know in Chinese by answering the following questions, showing thumbs up at their chests:
Do you know all the words?
Do you know most of them?
Do you know any of them?
Students Think-Pair-Share and tell their partners the words they know and report back to the class.
On the other side of the board, put the Chinese words for the activities one at a time in a random order. Model the pronunciation of each activity and have students imitate the pronunciation. Students match each word to an image.
Model and have students repeat the pronunciation of each word.
Add these words to the class word wall. Have students record these words into their exercise books and update the KWL chart. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399572]Activity 3 – act it out
1. Demonstrate playing charades with the students. Show an action, such as kicking, and encourage students to guess your action by calling out 踢足球 (play soccer).
Choose a student and show them a flashcard from Resource 7 – verb phrases flashcards. The student must act out the action without speaking. The first student to guess correctly becomes the next participant to act out an action.
Divide the class into small groups. Each group will take turns selecting a card and acting out the word or phrase for their classmates to guess.
[bookmark: _Toc177399573]Activity 4 – asking and responding to questions 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk169558846]To pre-assess students’ vocabulary before teaching new words, have students Think-Pair-Share to discuss any Chinese words they might use when asking what they like doing with their friend?
Display Resource 1 – question cards on the board. Read aloud the question 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?) After reading, ask students to show a green card if they know the question well, and a red card if they are unfamiliar with the question.
Read aloud the question again and have students repeat each word after you call them out.
Explain the structure of the question to students, highlighting the question pattern 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?). Point out that in a question, 什么样 (what) is positioned at the end of the sentence, unlike in English where ‘what’ is placed at the beginning of a question. 
Model saying the question 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?) using the correct pronunciation and intonation. Have students repeat after you to practice the correct pronunciation.
Note: for students with Advanced language proficiency, introduce time phrases, such as 通常(usually), 有时候 (sometimes) to include in their sentences to provide additional context. For example, 你通常喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you usually like to do together with your friend?) 
If needed, refer to Table 1.

[bookmark: _Toc177399574]Activity 5 – sentence builder – activities
1. Display Resource 8 – sentence builder – activities on board. Tell students that that they will use the sentence builder to answer the question 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?).
Point to the phrase, verb and noun one at a time, to make various sentences using different verbs and nouns. For example: 我喜欢聊天. (I like to chat with my friend).
Display Figure 3 and Resource 1 – question cards on the board. Hold Timmy the puppet, in your hand and tell students that you are going to have a conversation with Timmy about what you like to do with your friend.
Sample interaction:
Timmy the puppet: 你喜欢跟你的朋友小丽一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend Xiao Li?)
Teacher: 我喜欢跟我的朋友小丽一起聊天. (I like to chat with my friend Xiao Li.)
Repeat the conversation with different combination of verbs, nouns and friend names. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399575]Activity 6 – role play
1. Divide the class into pairs and hand out Resource 8 – sentence builder – activities to the students. Ask them to use the sentence builder and practise asking and responding to the question 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?) 
Example interaction:
Student A: 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?)
Student B: 我喜欢跟我的朋友一起踢毽子. (I like to kick shuttlecock with my friend)
Repeat with another student.
Student A: 你喜欢跟你的朋友一起做什么？ (What do you like to do with your friend?)
Student B: 我喜欢跟我的朋友一起聊天. (I like to chat with my friend.)
After the students practise the conversation in pairs, play music and have them walk around the classroom. Inform them that when the music stops, they should find a partner to practise the dialogue with. Repeat this process with different partner.
After students have had a few turns asking and responding to the question, ask them to write the sentence in their books using Resource 8 – sentence builder – activities.
Note: students with Beginner proficiency level can use their creativity to come up with different responses based on their own preferences. For example, 我喜欢跟我的朋友一起玩玩具. (I like to play toys with my friend.) 我喜欢跟我的朋友在假期一起去滑冰. (I like to go skating with my friend over the holidays.)

1. Pre-assess the Vocabulary 4 – personality by showing students the images from Resource 9 – personality flashcards. Ask students to give a thumbs-up as you ask the following questions:
Do you know all the Chinese words for these images?
Do you know most of them?
Do you know any of them?
Students pair up and engage in a Think-Pair-Share activity, where they identify the words they are familiar with and discuss them with a partner.
Read out the flashcards and model the correct pronunciation of each Chinese word. Have students repeat each word after you several times. Ask students to suggest other adjectives related to personality traits to add to the word wall. 
[bookmark: _Activity_2_–][bookmark: _Toc177399579][bookmark: _Hlk169514066]Activity 2 – friend profile
1. Display Resource 9 – personality flashcards one at a time and ask students what each personality trait means.
Tell students that you will describe a personality trait and they will guess the personality traits in the description. The description can be called out in English. Some examples are:
Teacher: 他总是笑嘻嘻的. (He always smiles.)
Students: 开朗 (cheerful)
Teacher: 小红喜欢帮助人. Xiaohong likes to help others.）
Students: 热心 (helpful)
Split the class in small groups of 6. Students take turns to give a description of a personality trait in English and other students call out the personality trait described in the description.
[bookmark: _Toc177399580]Activity 3 – asking questions
1. Display Resource 1 – question cards on the board. Read aloud the question 为什么他/她是你的朋友？ (Why is he/she your friend?). After reading, ask students to show a thumbs up near their chest if they know the question well, a thumb sideways if they somewhat understand it and a thumbs down if they have never heard the question.
Read the question aloud again using the correct pronunciation and intonation. Have students repeat each word after you.
Write ‘Why is he/she your friend?’ on the board in English. Ask them what type of sentence it is. Remind them that it is a question and point out that in English, ‘why’ is placed at the beginning of questions. 
Then, write the question in Chinese, 为什么他/她是你的朋友？ (Why is he/she your friend?) and compare it with the English translation. Explain the structure of the question to students, highlighting the question pattern 为什么他/她是你的朋友？ (Why is he/she your friend?). Emphasise that unlike other questions in Resource 1 – question cards that are ‘what’ questions, this is a ‘why’ question. In this sentence, 为什么 (why) is also positioned at the beginning of a sentence in this question, like in English. 
Model saying the question from Resource 1 – question cards using the correct pronunciation and intonation. Have students repeat after you to practice the correct pronunciation of the questions.
[bookmark: _Toc177399581]Activity 4 – pass the ball 
1. Display Resource 10 – sentence builder – personality on the board. Revise the phrases, 她是 (she is ...) / 他是 (he is ...) under the third column. Model and repeat the correct pronunciation of each phrase. Explain that these phrases are also used as a sentence starter to describe someone’s personality.
1. Students self-assess their understanding of each phrase by raising their thumb up to their chest if they are familiar with the meaning of each phrase.
1. Tell students that they will use Resource 10 – sentence builder – personality to make sentences to describe their friend’s personality.
1. Model saying few sentences to describe the personality of a friend and ask students to repeat the sentence after you. For example, 她很有趣 (she is funny), 他很善良 (he is kind), following the sentence structure she/he is [adjective]. Then, ask them to turn to a partner and repeat the sentence. Repeat by making more sentences to describe the personality. Repeat with other adjectives. 
1. Demonstrate the game to the whole class. Have students sit in a circle and place flashcards from Resource 9 – personality flashcards in the middle of the circle. 
1. Give a soft ball to a student. Start the music and students begin passing the ball around the circle. Let them know that they should only pass the ball to the person sitting next to them. Show them the direction they should pass it around the circle. 
When the music stops, the student holding the ball picks up a card from Resource 9 – personality flashcards and says a sentence referring to Resource 10 – sentence builder – personality, for example, if a student picks up a card of 开朗 (cheerful), he would say他/她很开朗. (He/she is cheerful.)
The card is put back into the middle of the circle and when the music starts again the ball is passed to the next student. Keep playing until each student has had a turn. 
24. Split the class in groups of 6. Students play the game in their groups. 
[bookmark: _Toc177399582]Activity 5 – because
1. Write the question, 为什么他/她是你的朋友？ (Why is he/she your friend?) on the board. Explain to the students that they will respond using full sentences from Resource 10 – sentence builder – personality. Tell them that they will use 因为 ‘because’ to connect the 2 phrases, 他/她是我的朋友 (He/she is my friend) and 他/她是 (he/she is) followed by an adjective. For example, 他是我的朋友因为他很有趣。 (He is my friend because he is funny.) 
Model saying few sentences and ask students to repeat the sentence after you. Then, ask them to turn to a partner and repeat the sentence. 
Display Figure 3 on the board. Hold Timmy the puppet in your hand and tell students that you are going to have a conversation with Timmy about why Xiao Li is your friend. 
Sample interaction.
Timmy: 你好！(Hello!)
Teacher: 你好！(Hello!)
Timmy the puppet: 为什么Li En是你的朋友？ (Why is Li En your friend?)
Teacher: Li En是我的朋友因为她乐于助人. (Li En is my friend because she is helpful.) 
Ask students to repeat after you to practise speaking the sentences aloud. 
In pairs, students take turns asking and answering questions about their imaginary friends using Resource 10 – sentence builder – personality. 
[bookmark: _Activity_5_–][bookmark: _Toc177399583]Activity 6 – poster of my friend
1. Hand out paper and drawing materials to students.
Ask them to create a poster profile of an imaginary friend by drawing them.
They write sentences about their hypothetical friend matching the picture using Resource 6 – sentence builder – appearance, Resource 8 – sentence builder – activities and Resource 10 – sentence builder-personality. See the below as an example:

[bookmark: _Toc177399585]Activity 1 – speed chatting
Note: use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the target language, their pronunciation and use of gesture, facial expression and tone to support communication.
1. Divide students into pairs and give each pair a set of Resource 1 – question cards. 
Explain that they will be taking turns asking and answering questions about their friend including name, appearance, things they do together and their personality. Refer to the success criteria.
Demonstrate the activity as a whole class. Ask a student to come to the front. Hand them the question cards and ask them to ask you the questions on the cards one at a time. Answer the student’s questions appropriately.
 Remind students that they need to greet each other before asking questions and end the conversation by saying goodbye. 
Instruct student pairs to begin speed chatting, taking turns asking and answering questions from the cards. 
After a few minutes, have students switch partners and continue the speed chatting talking about a different friend.
Monitor the conversation by walking around the classroom and providing support if needed.
Sample interaction:
Student A: 你好吗? (Hello, how are you?)
Student B: 我很好. 我正在和我的朋友一起玩. (I’m good. I am playing with my friend.)
Student A: 你的朋友叫什么名字? (What is your friend’s name?)
Student B: 我朋友的名字是Sam. (My friend’s name is Sam.)
Student A: 他长什么样? (What does he look like?)
Student B: Sam很高. 他有黑头发.  (Sam is tall. He has black hair.) 
Student A: 你们喜欢一起做什么? (What things do you like doing together?)
Student B: 我喜欢跟我的朋友一起打乒乓球. (I like to play table tennis with my friend.)
Student A: 为什么他是你的好朋友? (Why is he your good friend?)
Student B: 他是我的好朋友因为他很善良, 也很热心.  (He is my good friend because he is kind and helpful.) 
Student A: 快聊聊，再见！(Chat soon, goodbye!) 
Student B: 再见! (Goodbye!)
Note: Beginner students may use sentence builders to assist them with answering the questions. Encourage students with Advanced proficiency to increase the complexity of their answers by adding more verbs and additional activities, for example, 假期里，我喜欢和朋友一起去滑冰. 然后，我们去商店买食物. (In the holidays, I like to go skating with my friend. Then, we go to the shops and buy food.)
[bookmark: _Toc177399586]Activity 2 – introduce assessment task 
1. Hand out Resource 11 – assessment task – describe a friend in Australia.
1. Tell students that their communicative task is: Tell a friend who lives in China about a friend in Australia. Include what your friend looks like, things that you do together and their personality. 
1. Point out that:
the context of the task is that you talk about your friend who lives in Australia 
the audience of the communication will be your friend who lives in China
the communicative purpose is to inform about your friend in China about your friend in Australia.
[bookmark: _Toc177399587]Activity 3 – success criteria
After looking at the assessment task, students Think-Pair-Share and suggest appropriate success criteria, such as:
I will be successful if I can:
answer a question about my friend’s name
describe the appearance of my friend using at least 2 adjectives
talk about the things that I like to do with my friend
describe my friend’s personality
end the conversation in an appropriate way.
[bookmark: _Toc177399588]Activity 4 – discuss the rubric
1. Show students an unmarked rubric please see Resource 12 – rubric – Friends forever. This may need to be adapted if the class has decided on different success criteria.
The teacher explains metalanguage such as fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary.
Students read and then discuss the ‘excellent’ column of the rubric in pairs. They share their understanding of what is needed to be successful.
Point out and provide examples of what ‘excellent’ and ‘sound’ samples of task completion, fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary look and sound like.

1. Using the poster from Week 4, students will practise role-playing with a partner. Each student takes a turn describing their friend to their partner, who plays the role of ‘mum’. 
Below is the sample interaction:

You: 我想告诉你关于我朋友的事. (I want to tell you about my friend.) (Display the poster)
Mum: 你朋友的名字是什么？ (What is your friend’s name?)
You: 我朋友的名字叫Kim. (My friend’s name is Kim.)
Mum: 她长什么样? (What does she look like?)
You: 她很高。她有一头黑发. (She is tall. She has black hair.) 
Mum: 你喜欢跟你朋友一起做什么? (What things do you like doing together?)
You: 我喜欢跟我的朋友一起打乒乓球. (I like to play table tennis with my friend.)
Mum: 为什么她是你的好朋友? (Why is she your good friend?)
You: 她是我的好朋友因为她很友善. (She is my friend because she is kind.)
In pairs, students practise the example interaction. They then each choose different adjectives, activities they do with their mum/dad and different personality traits to have conversations with each other. 
Note: as students are completing the practise task, use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to record your observations of students' pronunciation and their use of grammar and vocabulary.

1. Display Resource 7 – verb phrases flashcards on the board. Read the phrases together as a class or have students take turns reading them aloud.
Introduce the game ‘mind reader’ to the students. Explain that they will be playing this game to revise the verbs.
To start the game, write a phrase or a word from the flashcards on a mini whiteboard without revealing it to the students.
Distribute mini whiteboards to each student and instruct them to write down a phrase or word from the flashcards as well.
Afterwards, count together: 一、二、三 (one, two, three), and have all the students reveal their words or phrases simultaneously.
Students earn one point if their word or phrase matches the one written on your whiteboard. They earn 2 points if they can correctly say the word or phrase out loud.
34. Students then play the game in small groups of 4. The winner of the round gets to write the next word on the whiteboard.
[bookmark: _Toc177399592]Activity 2 – task set-up
Split the class into groups of 3. Groups are given a few minutes to ensure everybody knows the order in which they will perform each role. ‘You’ is the student who will be completing the assessed communicative task.
Suggested rotations:
Role-play 1: Student 1 – ‘You’, Student 2 – Peer assessor/Camera operator, Student 3 – friend in China
Role-play 2: Student 1 – friend in China, Student 2 – ‘You’, Student 3 – Peer assessor/Camera operator
Role-play 3: Student 1 – Peer assessor/Camera operator, Student 2 – friend in China, Student 3 – ‘You’.
[bookmark: _Toc177399593]Activity 3 – communicative task – describe a friend in Australia
Note: make sure to space students apart when filming. Demonstrate how to film using a recording device. Use microphones, if possible, to maximise sound quality. Highlight the importance of holding the recording device still by using a tripod or resting it on a table.
Students split into groups of 3 and complete the task. Students are asked to choose different adjectives, activities they do with a friend and different personality traits from those in the example interaction and the ones used in the practice task.
Example interaction:
Friend in China: 你好吗? (Hello, how are you?)

Friend in China: 你在干什么? (What are you doing?)

You: 快聊聊! 再见! (Chat soon! Goodbye!)
Friend in China: 再见! (Goodbye!)
Note: before recording interactions, check if any students do not have permission to be filmed. Alternatives to video recording include audio recording or the teacher watching the interactions while taking notes and marking the rubric.

Confirm which peer feedback strategy will be used after the task, for example Resource 13 – TAG (Tell, Ask, Give) peer feedback strategy. Explain what is required with this strategy and provide example feedback.
Tell them something they really liked and explain why.
Example: I like how you pronounced all the words correctly and kept the conversation going.
Ask a question to clarify or confirm something from the role-play.
Example: What adjectives did you use to describe your friend?
Give a suggestion to make their classmates’ use of language even better.
Example: I think you should speak more clearly when saying sentences in Chinese.

Note: prepare a set of cards with English sentences for students to translate prior to the lesson. See Resource 14 – translation cards examples. Make enough sets for the class. 
1. Divide the class in groups of 3 and hand each group a set of cards. 
36. Students take turns in picking a card and translating. One student is the referee who checks for the correct translation. Hand out the answer sheet with the correct translation to the referee. 
The student who correctly translates the sentence to Chinese gets to keep the card. The player with the most accurate translated cards wins. 
37. Students may also take turns at translating the Chinese sentences to English.

Students watch the video of themselves completing the task and mark themselves using the rubric. Students then compare both the teacher completed rubric and the one they completed.

Note: learning goals should be SMART: Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, Timely. 
Students reflect on the teacher-, peer- and self-evaluation to set goals for the next phase of learning. Example learning goals include:
I will use the correct word for ... when saying and writing words in Chinese.
I will not worry about making small mistakes when having a conversation in Chinese.
I will say tricky sounds in Chinese correctly, for example /棕色 (brown), 是(is), /色 (colour).
Students record their learning goals using a copy of Resource 15 – learning goal form. 
Evaluation: students set appropriate learning goals based on teacher-, peer- and self-assessment. 
[bookmark: _Toc160020107][bookmark: _Toc177399599]Activity 4 – friends bingo!
1. Play a whole class communicative language learning game, such as bingo, to review Vocabulary 2 – adjectives, Vocabulary 3 – verb phrases and Vocabulary 4 – personality.
1. Show students the word wall and ask them to make a bingo card by dividing a blank piece of paper into 6 squares and then writing 6 words from the word wall in each square. 
1. Lead a whole-class game by calling out words from the word wall, ensuring to model the correct pronunciation.
1. Provide a handful of counters to each student. Each time a word is called out in Chinese, a counter must be placed on that word called on the bingo card. The winner is the first student to get a whole row of counters.

Remind students of the activities and tasks they have completed over the course of the unit. Give students time to Think-Pair-Share any questions they may have about any aspect of the language taught.
[bookmark: _Toc177399603]Activity 2 – musical statues
1. Play music and have students move along to the rhythm. When the music stops, the students must freeze like statues.
1. Then, give a statement using Vocabulary 1 – introductory phrases, Vocabulary 2 – describing people, Vocabulary 3 – verb phrases and Vocabulary 4 – personality for the students to decide as true or false. If the statement is true, they will raise their hands to form a V-shape. If it is false, they will cross their arms and squat down. For example, when students hear ‘funny in Chinese is 善良 (kind)’, they will cross their arm and squat down. 
1. The last student to perform the correct action, as well as any students who made the wrong choice, are out of the game.
1. The last remaining student wins the round.
[bookmark: _Toc177399604]Activity 3 – sentence building relay
Note: prior to the lesson, cut out the words from each sentence in Resource 16 – sentence building relay and place them in separate envelopes. Have correct sentences available for ‘checker’ to check the answers.
1. Cut out the words, either in characters or characters with Pinyin, from each sentence in Resource 16 – sentence building relay.
Place the words for each sentence into separate envelopes. There should be 6 envelopes per team. Label each envelope with a number from 1 to 6.
Divide the students into small teams of 4. Nominate one student from each team to be the ‘checker’ to check the assembled sentences from a different team. Hand out the sheet with the correct answers to the checker of each team. 
Give each team their first envelope, containing the word cards for one sentence.
Teams will race to correctly assemble the sentence using the word cards from their envelope.
Once a team correctly assembles a sentence and reads it aloud to the ‘checker’, they will receive the next envelope. If the sentence is incorrect, the checker should provide feedback on what needs to be corrected before the team can move on.
The first team to correctly assemble and read aloud all the sentences wins the game.
Evaluation: students can use Chinese words, phrases and sentences they have learned to communicate with classmates.

Universal Design for Learning: support the diverse learning needs of students using inclusive teaching and learning strategies. Some students may require more specific adjustments to allow them to participate on the same basis as their peers. For further advice see Inclusive practice resources for primary school.
Differentiation: when using these resources in the classroom, it is important for teachers to consider the needs of all students in their class, including:
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students. Targeted strategies can be used to achieve outcomes for Aboriginal students in K-12 and increase knowledge and understanding of Aboriginal histories and cultures. Teachers should use students’ Personalised Learning Pathways to support individual student needs and goals.
EAL/D learners. EAL/D learners may require scaffolding to support them to gain content knowledge, while providing extra time and assistance to master the English language required to engage with texts or complete classroom tasks. View some samples of differentiating through scaffolding.
Students with additional learning needs. Learning adjustments enable students with disability and additional learning and support needs to access syllabus outcomes and content on the same basis as their peers. Teachers can use a range of adjustments to ensure a personalised approach to student learning.
High potential and gifted learners. Assessing and identifying high potential and gifted learners will help teachers decide which students may benefit from extension and additional challenge. In addition, the Differentiation Adjustment Tool can be used to support the specific learning needs of high potential and gifted students.
