Stage: 3
Title: 动物园真有趣！ (Zoo much fun!)
Description: In this unit, students have a conversation about zoo animals. They ask and respond to questions related to zoo animals, their habitat, diet and appearance.
Duration: This lesson sequence is designed to be completed over approximately 8 weeks.
Student proficiency levels: It is assumed that most Stage 3 students have been learning Chinese since Kindergarten and their proficiency level will be Intermediate. This unit is aimed at intermediate students. Every classroom will be different, and teachers will need to adapt to their context. Many classes may include a combination of Beginner, Intermediate and Advanced students. Assessment tasks and opportunities in this unit can be differentiated using the ‘Too hard?’ and ‘Too easy?’ suggestions.

Too hard?

Include additional information about the chosen zoo animals’ diet, appearance and habitat. Use all 4 clarifying questions during the conversation.
Context: you are a zookeeper showing a visiting student around the zoo
Audience: student visiting the zoo
Purpose: to provide answers to questions about zoo animals

[bookmark: _Toc177549259]Activity 1 – learning map
Explain and display the Learning map to give students a more detailed breakdown of lessons during the unit. Point out that the Learning map is a plan that may need to change. Ask students to paste a small version of the learning map in their workbooks for future reference.
[bookmark: _Activity_2_–][bookmark: _Toc177549260]Activity 2 – pre-assessment of vocabulary
Note: it is assumed that Stage 3 students will already know Vocabulary 1 – zoo animals (assumed known vocabulary). After pre-assessment, if students do not know these words, then reduce the list and model and drill the vocabulary. If students know all the words, add new words to the vocabulary in Vocabulary 1a – zoo animals (new vocabulary) and pre-assess on these words. Adapt the vocabulary list based on the prior knowledge of your students.
1. To pre-assess students’ knowledge of vocabulary related to the zoo animals in Chinese, put students into small groups and give them 3 minutes to brainstorm Chinese words related to the zoo animals.
When the time is up, ask each group how many words they have recorded. The team with the most correct words will be the winner.
Display the recorded words from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards on a word wall along with additional suggested words. Model the correct pronunciation of each word for students to repeat. Add relevant vocabulary to the word wall as you go through the unit.
Display the words from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards that haven’t been recorded yet on one side of the board alongside the images on the other. Model the correct pronunciation of each word for students to repeat.
Students look at the pictures of zoo animals and cards with corresponding Chinese words. First, ask them to identify how many they think they know by answering the following questions through showing thumbs up at their chests: 
Do you know all the words? 
Do you know most of them? 
Do you know any of them?
Ask students to match words to the pictures one at a time. After each match, the teacher models and drills the correct pronunciation of vocabulary.
[bookmark: _Hlk152652870]Model and drill the correct pronunciation of the vocabulary words. Ask students to find common sounds in some animals. For example, in 熊 (bear) and 熊猫 (panda) 熊 is the common sound. Ask students if they can identify any other common sounds.
Add the words on butcher paper to start a class word wall. Students record the animals’ names in their exercise books.
[bookmark: _Toc177549261]Activity 3 – musical chairs
1. Put chairs in a circle. The number of chairs is one less than the number of students. Display Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards on the board as a reference.
Hand out one animal flashcard to each student. Ensure that each animal card appears at least 3 times, for example, 3 students have a lion flashcard, another 3 students have a bear flashcard and so on. Choose the number of animals depending on the number of students in the class.
Have one student stand in the middle of the circle while the other students sit on the chairs. Tell the students you are going to call out an animal. Students with this animal card need to leave their chair and sit on a different chair, while the student standing in the middle will compete with them to sit on a seat.
The student without a chair will then stand in the middle and call out a different animal to continue the game.
[bookmark: _Toc177549262]Activity 4 – asking and responding to a question
Note: question words, such as 什么样 (what), 在哪里 (where) and 谁 (who) are used to ask a question. In Chinese, these words are positioned at the end of a question, unlike in English where they are placed at the beginning.
1. Display the question, 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?) from Resource 2 – question cards.
After reading, ask students to show a thumbs up near their chest if they understand the question, a thumb sideways if they somewhat understand it and a thumbs down if they are unfamiliar with the question.
Read the question aloud again using correct pronunciation and intonation. Have students repeat each word after you.
Write the question, 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?) on the board in English. Ask them what type of sentence it is. Tell them that it is an interrogative sentence, or a question, and point out that in English, ‘what’ is placed at the beginning of a question.
Write the question in Chinese, 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?) and 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?) on the board. Compare it with the English translation. Highlight that in Chinese, when asking a question, 什么 (what) is placed at the end.
Note: in Chinese, there are no articles. The article ‘a’ is used as a measure word which depicts the number in a sentence. In this unit, simple sentences are used without the use of ‘a’. Students with Advanced proficiency may use ‘a’ in a sentence for this activity. For example, 这是一只狼. (This is a wolf.)
Display images of animals from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards one at a time. Tell students that when you ask them a question, 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?), they should respond by saying 这是… (This is …) followed by the name of the animal.
Write a sentence, for example, 这是一只青蛙. (This is a frog.) in Chinese and then in English on the board. Compare the word-to-word translation of the sentence to English, which shows that the Chinese sentence is actually ‘This is frog’. Explain to students that there are no articles in Chinese as compared to English. In Chinese, the article ‘a’ is used as a measure word which depicts the number in a sentence. Point out that when translating a sentence from one language to another, the sentence needs to make sense in both languages.
Randomly choose students and practise the interaction with the correct pronunciation using some of the animals.
Suggested interaction:
Teacher: 这是什么动物？What animal is this? [Show a picture of a frog]
Student: 这是青蛙. (This is a frog.)
Teacher: 这是什么动物？ What animal is this? [Show a picture of a zebra]
Student: 这是斑马.(This is a zebra.)
Divide the class into 2 teams. Ask them to line up in front of 2 tables. Adjust the number of teams based on the number of students. Spread the same number of flashcards from Resource 1 – zoo animals face up on each table.
Tell students that they are going to compete to ask and answer the question using the learned phrases 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?) and 这是 … (This is …).
The first 2 students from each team stand in front of the table with one student asking the question, 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?). The other student picks up a flashcard from the table and names the animal using the phrase 这是 … (This is a …). If the student correctly names the animal on the flashcard, the pair get to keep the card and move to the back of the line. If it is incorrect, the card remains face up on the table.
Switch roles in the next round to ensure all students have turns asking and responding to the question.
Continue the game until all cards are gone or time permits. The team with the most cards is the winner.
[bookmark: _Activity_5_–][bookmark: _Toc177549263]Activity 5 – Zoo Much Fun book
1. Read the PowerPoint book Zoo Much Fun to the class. Ask the following questions:
What zoo animals can you identify in the book?
What animal is this? [Point to various animals in the book.]
What question does David ask about the lion’s appearance?
Why does Mingming not understand David’s words?
Point to the page in the book and prompt students to say the question that David asks Mingming about the lion’s appearance. Ask them to repeat the question in the book, ‘What does it look like?’ 它长什么样？ after you. Model and drill the correct pronunciation of the question.
Display the question 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?) from Resource 2 – question cards on the board. Tell students that to answer the question 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?), they will learn about different physical features. Refer to the learning intention of the lesson.
[bookmark: _Toc177549264]Activity 6 – pre-assessment – appearance
Note: it is assumed that by Stage 3, students will already know adjectives such as colours, size and some of the physical features of animals. Add Vocabulary 2 – colours and size and Vocabulary 3 – physical features to the word wall.
1. Write the names of colours and different sizes in Vocabulary 2 – colours and size in Chinese on the board. To gauge students’ prior knowledge, randomly pick different students to say the English word for each colour displayed on the wall. Model and drill the correct pronunciation for colours and size.
To pre-assess students’ knowledge of vocabulary related to animals’ physical features in Chinese, put students into small groups and give them 3 minutes to brainstorm Chinese words related to the physical features of animals.
When the time is up, ask each group how many words they have recorded. The team with the most correct words will be the winner.
Display the recorded words from Resource 3 – physical features flashcards on a word wall along with additional suggested words. Model the correct pronunciation of each word for students to repeat.
Display the words from Resource 3 – physical features flashcards that have not been recorded yet on one side of the board alongside the images on the other. Model the correct pronunciation of each word for students to repeat.
Students look at the pictures of physical features and cards with corresponding Chinese words. First, ask them to identify how many they think they know by answering the following questions through showing thumbs up at their chests: 
Do you know all the words? 
Do you know most of them? 
Do you know any of them?
Ask students to match words to the pictures one at a time. After each match, the teacher models and drills the correct pronunciation of vocabulary. Have students repeat each word after you several times.
[bookmark: _Ref159236493]As a class, use Resource 4 – concept map to brainstorm animals that have various physical features using Vocabulary 3 – physical features. Write the name of a physical feature in the centre, for example, ‘animals with fur’. Around the word, ‘animals with fur’, add cards of animals from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards that have those features, or write the names of animals in Chinese. See the image below:
Figure 3 – example of a concept map

Repeat the activity in small groups. Split the class into small groups of 4. Assign each group one physical feature to focus on. Hand out Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards and Resource 4 – concept map. Ask students to sort animal flashcards based on the similar physical feature assigned to the group.
Students then take turns at saying sentences to identify what animal it is from the concept map. For example, 这是一只狼. (This is a wolf.) 这是一只大猩猩. (This is a gorilla.)
After groups have completed the concept maps, review the responses as a whole class. Discuss the following questions in English, if time permits:
Can you think of any other animals that were not included in the flashcards, but share similar physical features with those on your concept map?
Which animal with a particular physical feature do you find most interesting? Why?
Add new vocabulary introduced in the lesson to the word wall and display the concept maps in the classroom.

[bookmark: _Toc177549267]Activity 1 – revision
1. Review the vocabulary and sentence structures from Week 1. Display Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards one at a time. 
Ask the question in Chinese, 这是什么动物？(What animal is this?) 
Ask students to respond to the question by whispering the answer to their partner. Randomly choose students to respond to your question.
Suggested interaction:
Teacher: 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?) [Displays an image of a lion.]
Student: 这是一只狮子. (This is a lion.)
Note: students with Beginner proficiency may refer to the word wall to respond to the question.
[bookmark: _Toc177549268]Activity 2 – describe the animal
1. Write the question 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?) on the board. Tell students that to respond to this question, they will use 2 phrases, 这是... (It is ...) and 它有... (It has ...).
Display Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance on the board. Tell students that they will use the sentence builder to make sentences to describe animals’ appearances.
Introduce the phrases, 这是... (It is ...) and 它有... (It has ...) in the first column of the sentence builder.
Students self-assess their understanding of each phrase by raising their thumb up to their chest if they are familiar with the meaning of each phrase.
Model and drill the correct pronunciation of each phrase. Hand out Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance to each student.
Display an image of an animal from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards one at a time. Model saying a few sentences to describe the appearance of an animal and ask students to repeat the sentence after you. Tell students that they will say 3 sentences to describe a wolf’s appearance using colour, size and one physical feature.
Suggested interaction:
Teacher [displays a picture of a wolf]: 这是什么动物？(What animal is this?）
Students: 这是狼. (This is a wolf.)
Teacher: 它看起来像什么？(What does it look like?)
Teacher [refers to Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance]: 它是棕色的. 它很大. 它有毛.(It is brown. It is big. It has fur.)
Students repeat each sentence using the sentence builder.
Ask students to turn to a partner and repeat the sentence. Repeat by making more sentences to describe the appearance of different animals.
In pairs, students practise asking and responding to questions about 2 or 3 animals and their appearance. Ask them to swap roles after you ring a bell.
Suggested interaction:
Teacher: 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?)
Student: 这是一只狮子. (This is a lion.)
Teacher: 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?)
Student: 它是黄色的. (It is yellow.) 它很大.(It is big) 它有金色的鬃毛. (It has a golden mane.)
[bookmark: _Toc177549269]Activity 3 – pre-assessment – habitat
Note: Chinese radicals are components of a character, which can hold information about a character’s meaning and/or sound. The component that holds the meaning is called the ‘meaning radical’ 形旁，and the one that holds the sound is called the ‘sound radical’ 声旁. For example, in the character 草cǎo, ‘grass’, the top component 艹 is the meaning radical, which means ‘plants’, and the bottom component, 早zǎo, is the sound radical, which contains the same vowel as the character草cǎo. Students with Advanced proficiency can identify radicals within Chinese characters used in this activity.
1. Display images of different habitats from Resource 6 – habitat and diet flashcards one at a time, making sure that the words are hidden. Say the first letter of the vocabulary displayed on the board in Chinese, for example, for grasslands, say 草. Then ask students to quietly tell a partner the Chinese translation of the image displayed. If students are unable to guess the word, reveal the next letter of the word.
Read aloud the words from Vocabulary 4 – habitat and diet and have students repeat each word.
Ask students to sit in a circle. Hand out one flashcard from Resource 6 – habitat and diet flashcards to each student ensuring that more than one student has the same flashcard. Students keep their card in front of them. Tell students that if their card is called out, they quickly stand up and repeat that word. The first student who says the word quickly and correctly is the winner. Continue the game until all the words have been called out several times.
Add the words related to habitat on the word wall. Students record the vocabulary in their Chinese exercise books.
Note: say the words in a sentence in Chinese. Students with Advanced proficiency listen for the word on their flashcard in a sentence.
[bookmark: _Toc177549270]Activity 4 – habitat
Note: students with Advanced proficiency may ask about an animal’s habitat by asking the question, 它的栖息地是什么？ (What is its habitat?)
1. Refer to the learning intention and success criteria for the lesson. Tell students that in this lesson they will learn to ask and respond to the questions about animals’ habitat.
Ask students what question they will ask if they want to know where your friend lives. In pairs, students discuss the answer and share with the class. Tell them that they would ask, ‘Where do you live?’ Ask students to practise asking and answering the question with a partner in Chinese.
Write 狮子住在哪里？ (Where do lions live?) on the board in Chinese. Ask students to discuss the similarities and differences between the Chinese and English translation in pairs using the Think-Pair-Share strategy.
Randomly choose students to share their responses. Remind students that in Chinese language, ‘where’ and other question words such as ‘what’ and ‘who’, are used at the end of the question, unlike in English.
Point to the question住在哪？ (Where do [animals] live?) on the board. Model asking the question using the correct pronunciation.
Ask students to say the question with the name of the animal that you call out. For example, you say 狮子 (lion), students respond by asking the question about a lion’s habitat, 狮子住在哪里？ (Where do lions live?); you say 鳄鱼 (crocodile), students respond by asking the question 鳄鱼住在哪里? (Where do crocodiles live?)
Hand out Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet. Tell students that they will use the sentence builder to respond to questions about animals’ habitat and diet.
Brainstorm the habitat of various animals and point to the column ‘habitat’ in Resource 7 – sentence builder- habitat and diet.
Write the structure of the response, [动物]生活在[栖息地] ([animals] live in the [habitat]) or 狮子住在草原里. (Lions live in the grassland.) on the board next to the question 住在哪？ (Where do [animals] live?). Repeat the sentence structure using different animals.
In pairs, students practise asking and responding to the question about animals’ habitat using Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet.
[bookmark: _Toc177549271]Activity 5 – diet
1. Display the images of diet from Resource 6 – habitat and diet flashcards with the words hidden to assess the students’ prior knowledge of the vocabulary.
Give students a copy of Resource 4 – concept map and ask them to list the words related to diet that they are familiar with in English. Students with Advanced proficiency may write the words in Chinese.
Students engage in a Think-Pair-Share activity, where they discuss and share the words they have listed on their brainstorm bubble.
Reveal and read aloud the Chinese words related to diet from Resource 6 – habitat and diet flashcards, and have students repeat each word after you say it.
Model and drill the pronunciation of each word.
Display the question 吃什么？ (What do [animals] eat?) on the board.
Model asking the question using the correct pronunciation. Ask students to say the question with the name of the animal that you call out. For example, you say, 狮子 (lion), students respond by asking the question about a lion’s diet, 狮子住在哪里？ (What do lions eat?); you say crocodile, students respond by asking the question, 鳄鱼住在哪里 (What do crocodiles eat?).
Explain that to respond to the question about animals’ diet, the sentence follows the same structure as that of the habitat. For example: [Animals] eat [name of the food]. For example, 狮子吃肉. (Lions eat meat.).
Display Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet on the board and practise saying sentences about animals’ diet.
[bookmark: _Toc177549272]Activity 6 – diet detective
1. Ask students what they think are the 3 main categories based on the diet of animals. Tell them that these categories include 草食动物 (herbivore), 肉食动物 (carnivore) and 杂食动物 (omnivore). Ask them to brainstorm and discuss the following questions with a partner:
What do you think each category means?
What do you think the diet includes?
Explain to students that herbivores are animals that eat plants and vegetation, carnivores are animals that eat meat, and omnivores are animals that eat both plants and meat. Model the correct pronunciation of each word for students to repeat.
11. Divide the board into 3 sections. Write 草食动物 (herbivore), 肉食动物 (carnivore) and 杂食动物 (omnivore) in Chinese under each column and hand out Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet to students. See Table 1 below.

Display Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards one at a time. Ask about the diet of each displayed animal, for example, 袋鼠吃什么？ (What do kangaroos eat?). Tell them that kangaroos eat grass and are herbivores. Practise saying the sentence using Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet 袋鼠是草食动物. 袋鼠吃草. (Kangaroos are herbivores. Kangaroos eat grass.) Ask students to repeat after you. Then place the image of the kangaroo under the herbivore column. Repeat with the images of other zoo animals.
Split the class into groups of 4. Ask students to divide a page in their books in 3 sections. Write 草食动物 (herbivore), 肉食动物 (carnivore) and 杂食动物 (omnivore) in Chinese under each column.
Students categorise the animals in Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet based on their diet. They ask and respond to the questions about animals’ diet as they write the name of each animal. Students may use Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet to make sentences.
Suggested interaction:
Student A: [picks and holds up an image of a monkey] 它吃什么？ (What does it eat?)
Student B: 猴子是杂食动物. 猴子吃昆虫和水果. (Monkeys are omnivores. Monkeys eat insects and fruits.)
Place the image of a monkey under the omnivore column. Repeat with other animals on the list.
Add new vocabulary introduced in the lesson to the word wall.
Students paste the sentence builder in their Chinese exercise books or store in their portfolio.
Students record any additional new language and write sentences related to animals’ habitat and diet in their books.
Evaluation: use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the target language, their pronunciation and use of gesture, facial expression and tone to support communication.
[bookmark: _Toc177549273]Activity 7 – guess the animal
1. Split the class into groups of 4 students. Hand out the concept map created in Week 1 to each group.
Ask one student in each group to silently choose an animal from the concept map.
The other students in the group take turns asking questions about the chosen animal’s appearance, using the question它长什么样？ (What does it look like?).
The student who has chosen the animal will provide clues by describing the animal using Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance and Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet.
Remind students that the physical feature of the animal has already been mentioned on the concept map and may be used as a clue.
Continue to play the game until everyone has a turn at both asking and responding to the questions.
Note: students with Advanced proficiency may add more details when giving clues such as, 它很小 (it is small), 它是草食动物 (it is a herbivore), 它有条长尾巴 (it has a long tail), and so on.

[bookmark: _Toc177549275]Activity 1 – revision of animals, appearance, habitat and diet
1. To review vocabulary taught throughout the unit, play a matching game. Split the class into groups of 4. Hand out images of any 2 animals from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards. Make Resource 2 – question cards and Resource 6 – habitat and diet flashcards available to each group.
Students match the animal flashcards with their corresponding description of appearance, habitat and diet.
After matching, students take turns asking and answering questions about the animals. Tell them that they need to describe the animal using colours and one physical feature.
Demonstrated interaction:
Student 1: 这是什么动物？ What animal is this? [pointing to the image of a lion]
Student 2: 这是一只狮子. This is a lion.
Student 1: 它是什么样子的？ What does it look like?
Student 2: 它是黄色的. 它有金色的鬃毛.It is yellow. It has a golden mane.
Student 1: 狮子吃什么？ What do lions eat?
Student 2: 狮子吃肉. Lions eat meat.
Student 1: 狮子住在哪里？ Where do lions live?
Student 2: 狮子生活在草原里. Lions live in the grasslands.
Students swap roles and ask and respond to questions about kangaroos.
[bookmark: _Toc177549276]Activity 2 – clarifying questions
1. Read the PowerPoint book Zoo Much Fun to the class. Ask the following questions:
What question does Mingming ask David to clarify the meaning? (Do you mean ‘rock’?)
Why did he ask that question?
Why did David ask Mingming to speak slower when he was talking about a lion’s habitat?
How did he say it in Chinese?
Have you asked any of these questions in Chinese to someone else? If yes, when would you ask these questions?
In pairs, students Think-Pair-Share the clarifying questions they know in Chinese.
Display Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards in English on the board one at a time. Ask the following questions to assess students’ prior knowledge, answering by responding or showing thumbs up at their chests:
Can you identify these clarifying questions in the book?
Do you know the Chinese translation of these clarifying questions?
Do you know most of them?
Do you know some of them?
Do you know any of them?
Explain to students that clarifying questions are used when someone needs more information or wants to confirm what they have heard or understood. Tell them that these questions help ensure understanding, especially when learning a new language.
Display Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards in Chinese one at a time on the whiteboard. Students Think-Pair-Share and discuss when to use each clarifying question.
Suggested response:
可以说慢一点吗？ (Can you speak slower?) is used when someone is speaking too quickly.
请再说一遍好吗？ (Can you please say it again?) is used when you didn’t understand what someone said.
中文怎么说？(How do you say ... in Chinese?) is used when you want to learn how to say something specific in Chinese.
你的意思是 …？ (Do you mean...?) is used when you want to confirm or clarify the meaning.
Model asking the questions using the correct pronunciation. Ask students to repeat the questions after you. Focus on the correct pronunciation, pace and intonation.
[bookmark: _Toc177549277]Activity 3 – ABCD cards
1. Hand out Resource 9 – ABCD cards to each student. Each letter on the ABCD cards will correspond to a different clarifying question from Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards. For example:
Card A: 请再说一遍好吗？ (Can you please say it again?)
Card B: 你的意思是 …? (Do you mean …?)
Card C: 可以说慢一点吗？ (Can you speak slower?)
Card D: 能重复一下吗？ (Can you repeat that?)
Have the whole class sit with their ABCD cards ready. Read aloud a scenario from Table 2 where a clarifying question may be needed, such as ‘Your friend is talking very quickly about their weekend’.

Students hold up the card either A, B, C or D that corresponds to the clarifying question they think is most appropriate for the scenario. Explain that some scenarios may have more than one correct answer. Students can hold up 2 cards if they believe 2 questions are applicable.
Acknowledge the correct answer(s), and as a class, discuss why and how these clarifying questions might be used in the chosen situations.
Continue playing by reading aloud another scenario.
[bookmark: _Toc177549278]Activity 4 – sentence stealers 
1. Display Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards on the board. Hand out a piece of paper to students and ask them to write at least 2 clarifying questions.
Students walk around the class and read a question to another student. If the other student has that question, they must hand it over. 
Students play Rock, Paper, Scissors in Chinese to decide who reads the sentence first. If they don’t have the same question, they move on to another student. After a set time, the student with the most cards is the winner.
[bookmark: _Activity_4_–_1][bookmark: _Toc177549279]Activity 5 – noughts and crosses 
1. Draw a 3 × 3 grid on the board. Choose 2 students to come to the front and demonstrate the game to the whole class.
1. After demonstrating the game, students play the game in pairs.
Place Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards face down in a pile. Students take turns at picking up a clarifying question card from the pile. If they say the question correctly in Chinese, they draw their symbol, either ‘X’ or ‘O’ on the grid. If required, students may ask for assistance with reading or pronouncing the Chinese text.
The other student then takes their turn, repeating the process.
Continue the game until one student gets 3 of their symbols in a row, either horizontally, vertically or diagonally, or until all squares are filled with no winner, resulting in a draw.
Evaluation: use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the target language, their pronunciation and use of gesture, facial expression and tone to support communication.

[bookmark: _Toc177549281]Activity 1 – spin the wheel
Note: prior to the lesson, prepare a spinner using Resource 10 – spinner template. Write names of different zoo animals in each colour on the wheel.
1. Display a pre-made spinner using Resource 10 – spinner template on the board. Tell students to keep their copies of Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance and Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet in front of them so that they can refer to them.
Spin the spinner. When the spinner stops, ask a student to say the word aloud. Then ask a question related to the animal’s appearance, habitat or diet. The student responds to the question in Chinese. For example, if the spinner stops at 熊猫 (panda).
Teacher: 熊猫吃什么？ (What do pandas eat?)
Student: 熊猫吃竹子. (Pandas eat bamboo.)
Split the class into groups of 3. Hand out Resource 10 – spinner template to each group. Follow the instructions in the template to create a spinner. Ask them to write any 8 words from Vocabulary 1 – zoo animals (assumed known vocabulary) on each section of the wheel. Students play the game in their groups.
[bookmark: _Toc177549282]Activity 2 – What’s my animal?
1. Demonstrate the game as a whole class. Display Resource 8 – clarifying questions cards on the board.
Model this activity by guiding 2 students to demonstrate for the whole class:
Student A holds an animal card so they can’t see it, for example, above their head, facing Student B and the rest of the class. 
Student A asks the question ‘What animal is this?’ to find out what animal they have. 
Student B can’t say the animal, but gives clues describing its appearance, habitat and diet, one feature at a time. 
Student A must ask at least one clarifying question.
Sample interaction:
Student A picks a flashcard, for example (crocodile) from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards and holds it over their head.
Student A: 它长什么样？ (What does it look like?)
Student B gives clue 1: 它是绿色的. (It is green.)
Student A: 青蛙？(Frog?)
Student B: 不对 (No, that is incorrect.) Clue 2: 它有鳞片. (It has scales.)
Student A must ask at least one clarifying question, for example: 请再说 一遍好吗？ (Could you please say it again?)
Student B: (repeats clue 2) 它有鳞片. (It has scales.)
Student A: 蛇？(Snake?)
Student B: 不对. (No, that is incorrect.). Clue 3: 它住在湿地. (It lives in the wetlands.) Clue 4: 它是肉食动物. 它吃肉. (It is a carnivore. It eats meat.)
Student A: 鳄鱼 (crocodile).
Students then do this activity in pairs.
[bookmark: _Activity_3_–][bookmark: _Toc177549283]Activity 3 – make a poster
Note: students require at least 4 posters for their zoo for their communicative task in Week 6. This activity is done in groups of 4. Each student creates their own poster. Ensure that all students in the group have a chosen a different zoo animal. By the end, the group will have their mini zoo with at least 4 animals altogether. The group students are in for this activity may be the same group for the task in Week 6.
1. Tell students that for the final task, their group will need to prepare posters for at least 4 zoo animals.
Split the class into groups of 4. Hand out paper and drawing materials to students.
Every student in the group will create their own poster of an animal of their choice. Ensure that each student has chosen a different zoo animal for their poster. By the end, the group will have their mini zoo with at least 4 animals altogether.
Students must include the animal’s name and describe its appearance, habitat and diet in Chinese. Students refer to colour and one physical feature when describing its appearance. Students may use Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance and Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet to write sentences on the poster.
For example: 这是狮子. 它是黄色的. 它有金色的鬃毛. 狮子住在草原里. 狮子吃肉. (This is a lion. It is yellow. It has a golden mane. Lions live on the grasslands. Lions eat meat.)
Students can make additional posters, if time permits. Ensure that groups have at least 4 posters before the communicative task in Week 6.

Display Resource 11 – gallery walk form and explain what students need to do before handing forms out to each student. Tell them that every group will complete the form based on their observations. Students answer questions 1 to 3 in Chinese. Question 4 can be answered in English.
Have a class discussion to reflect on the gallery walk experience. Encourage students to share their responses and any new learnings about other animals from the activity.
[bookmark: _Toc177549285]Activity 5 – gap fill activity – habitat and diet
1. Hand out Resource 12 – gap fill activity – habitat and diet to each student. Explain that they will need to choose the correct words to complete the sentences for animals’ habitat and diet.
After completing the worksheet, students exchange their worksheet with a partner for peer review. They discuss their answers and provide feedback to each other.
Check the answers as a whole class.

· the communicative purpose is to inform and answer questions about zoo animals.

1. Show students an unmarked copy of Resource 14 – rubric – Zoo much fun!. This may need to be adapted if the class has decided on different success criteria.
1. Ask students to explain metalanguage such as fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary.
1. Students read and then discuss the ‘excellent’ column of the rubric in pairs. They then share their understanding of what is needed to be successful.
1. Point out and provide examples of what ‘excellent’ and ‘sound’ samples of task completion, fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary look and sound like.

1. Tell students that they will practise role-playing with a partner. Each student takes a turn describing animals in their zoo to their partner, who plays the role of a ‘cousin from China’. Cousin from China: 它吃什么？ (What do they eat?)
You: 狮子是肉食动物. 狮子吃肉. (Lions are carnivores. Lions eat meat.)
Cousin from China: 谢谢. (Thank you.)
You: 谢谢你. (Thank you.)

Note: prior to the lesson, prepare sentences about animals’ appearance, habitat and diet in Chinese, some of which are correct and some incorrect.
1. Hand out a set of Resource 9 – ABCD cards to each student. Explain to them that you will display and read aloud sentences in Chinese. They need to decide if the sentence is grammatically correct or incorrect. Students will use their ABCD cards to show their responses depending on the option number of the sentence displayed. If sentence ‘a’ is correct, they show card ‘A’ and so on.
Suggested sentences:
Which of the following sentences is grammatically correct?
1. 猴子有棕色的. Monkey has brown.
1. 狮子肉. Lions meat.
1. 大熊猫吃竹子. Pandas eat bamboo.
1. 大象草原. Elephant grasslands.
Students show card ‘C’ as the sentence that is grammatically correct.
Another example may be:

Students split into groups of 4. Groups are given a few minutes to ensure everybody knows the order in which they will perform each role. ‘Zookeeper’ is the student who will be completing the assessed communicative task.
Suggested rotations:

[bookmark: _Toc177549295]Activity 3 – communicative task – talk to a student visiting the zoo you work at
Note: make sure to space students apart when filming. Demonstrate how to film using a recording device. Use microphones, if possible, to maximise sound quality. Highlight the importance of holding the recording device still by using a tripod or resting it on a table.
Students split into groups of 4 and complete the task. Students are asked to choose a different zoo animal from those in the example interaction and the ones used in their practice task.
Example interaction:
Zookeeper: 欢迎来我的动物园. (Welcome to my zoo.)
Visitor: 这是什么动物？ (What animal is this?)
Zookeeper: 这是狮子. (This is a lion.) 它很大. (It is big.) 它是黄色的，有金色的鬣毛.(It is yellow. It has a golden mane.)
Visitor: 你可以再说一遍吗？(Can you please repeat?)
Zookeeper: 好的. (Sure.) 它很大. ( It is big.) 它是黄色的，有金色的鬣毛. (It is yellow. It has a golden mane.) [speaks slowly]
Visitor: 狮子住在哪里？ (Where do lions live?)
Zookeeper: 狮子住在草原里. (Lions live in grasslands.)
Visitor: 它吃什么？ (What does it eat?)
Zookeeper: 狮子是肉食动物. 它吃肉. (Lions are carnivores. Lions eat meat.)
Visitor: 谢谢. (Thank you.)
Zookeeper: 谢谢你. (Thank you.)
Note: before recording interactions, check if any students do not have permission to be filmed. Alternatives to video recording include audio recording, or the teacher watching the interactions while taking notes and marking the rubric.
[bookmark: _Toc177549296]Activity 4 – peer assessment
Confirm which peer feedback strategy will be used after the task, for example Resource 15 – peer feedback strategy – TAG feedback slip and discuss with students.
Allow students a few minutes to provide verbal peer feedback. Then, hand out Resource 15 – peer feedback strategy – TAG feedback slip and have students complete them.

Students identify and call out the word that does not belong. Then, in groups of 5 or 6, have the students play several rounds of this game. See suggested examples below:

Remind students of the activities and tasks they have completed over the course of the unit. Give students time to Think-Pair-Share any questions they may have about any aspect of the language taught.
[bookmark: _Toc177549303]Activity 2 – teacher identified
Use engaging and interactive activities and strategies to address gaps in student knowledge, misconceptions and misuse of language that have been identified over the unit.
[bookmark: _Toc177549304]Activity 3 – categories
1. Split the class into groups of 4. Hand each group images from Resource 1 – zoo animal flashcards and a piece of paper. Ask them to draw 3 columns and write ‘herbivore’, ‘carnivore’ and ‘omnivore’ in each column.
Students take turns to categorise zoo animals under each category based on their diet. After they have placed the flashcards under each column, students take turns to say 2 sentences. For example: 猴子是草食动物. 猴子吃水果. (Monkeys are herbivores. Monkeys eat fruit.)
Students write the sentences in their Chinese exercise books. They may use Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet as a scaffold.
Note: Beginner students may write the sentences using Pinyin. Encourage students with Advanced proficiency to include additional information about an animal’s diet.
[bookmark: _Toc177549305]Activity 4 – Who is the richest?
Note: prior to the lesson, prepare 4 envelopes labelled with 4 different values, envelope A – $20, envelope B – $40, envelope C – $60 and envelope D – $80. Print multiple copies of Resource 17 – Who is the richest? and cut out strips with questions. Place the strips in the relevant envelope.
1. Play a game of ‘Who is the richest?’ with the whole class.
Stick the 4 envelopes on the board. Divide students into 4 teams. Ask students to take turns to pick a question card from an envelope of their choice.
A chosen student reads aloud the question from a card and answers in Chinese. If a student is unable to respond to the question, teammates can assist, but the value of the question is reduced to half.
Record their points on the board. At the end of the game, the team with most points is the winner. For example:
A student from Team A picks a question with a $20 value. They read aloud: ‘In Chinese, say “bat” $20.’ Student A says 蝙蝠 (bat). The team earns $20.
A student from Team B picks a question with a $40 value. They read aloud: ‘In Chinese, say “Can you speak slower?”. $40’. If the student is unable to translate, someone in their team can assist. Student B then says 你可以说慢一点吗？ (Can you speak slower?). Team B scores $20 instead of $40.
Evaluation: students can use Chinese words, phrases and sentences they have learned to communicate with classmates.
[bookmark: _Toc177549306]Activity 5 – sentence jumble
1. Hand out blank strips of paper to each student.
Students write one sentence each about an animal’s appearance, habitat and diet on their strip of paper in Chinese. Students may use words from the class word wall, Resource 5 – sentence builder – appearance and Resource 7 – sentence builder – habitat and diet.
Once students have written their sentence, ask them to cut out each word in the sentence. After cutting, students mix up the order of the words to create a jumbled sentence.
In pairs, students exchange the jumbled-up words with a partner and rearrange the words to make a sentence with the correct sentence structure.
After rearranging, students check each other’s work and provide feedback.
Students then find a new partner and exchange their original jumbled sentence.
Note: as students write their sentences, walk around the classroom to ensure that they are correctly constructing their sentences.
