
Rip bingo
[bookmark: _Hlk164716630]This resource is for the teacher. It provides the content and instructions you need to share with students.
Instructions
On a piece of paper, students draw 6 lines, dividing the paper into 5 columns. Alternatively, provide students with a row of 5 boxes (see below for template).
Students choose 5 phrases from the ‘Places’ and ‘Types of homes’ phrases from their anchor charts and write one in Arabic in each column or box.
When students are ready, begin reading the phrases at random. Depending on the students’ ability, you may read the phrases in Arabic or in English. As you read aloud, students who have that phrase on the right or left of their piece of paper can rip it off. Students can only tear off their piece of paper if the phrase is in the column or box at the start or the end. Phrases will need to be read out more than once for this version of bingo. The winner is the first student to rip the final box in the middle of their row.
