
Home and location cards
[bookmark: _Hlk164716630]This resource is for the teacher. It provides the content and instructions you need to share with students.
Instructions
Distribute cards so that each student has a location card and a home card.
Students use the prompts on the cards to write a sentence describing where they live in their books, or in the space provided on the sheet.
The sentence must include هذا هو المكان الذي أعيش فيه (‘This is where I live’), the type of home and the location of their home. For example, هذا هو المكان الذي أعيش فيه. أعيش في شقة في المدينة (‘This is where I live. I live in an apartment in the city’). 
To begin the activity, students move around the room. When directed to stop, students play a round of مقص، ورقة، حجر (‘Scissors, paper, rock’) with the nearest person to determine who will ask the appropriate form of the question أين تعيشين؟/(f) أين تعيش؟ (m) (‘Where do you live?’) first.
Their partner must respond using the sentence they have constructed. The student who has asked the question must note down (in English or in Arabic) the person’s name and their response, including the type of home and the location in the table provided. Repeat the process until students have all asked at least 5 different people. Encourage students to greet and thank the person in Arabic for an authentic interaction.


Student responses
