Answers
1. What is the person’s name? Josie
How do they identify – Deaf, a CODA, hard of hearing or hearing? Deaf and a CODA
What 2 foods do they love? Pizza and ice cream.
What food do they hate? Fruit, especially bananas.
What are their favourite activities? Playing sports and video games.
What do they dislike doing? Reading and doing homework.
What facial expressions did they use when signing ‘love’ and ‘hate’? Smiling face for love, and wide eyes with stern face for hate.
What body language or gestures helped you understand their message? Facial expressions such as eyes smiling or frowning, expression in hand movement
How did they get the viewer’s attention at the beginning? They waved.
Did they maintain eye contact? Why is that important? Yes, it is important for engaging the audience and for showing expression.
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
