
Do you like …? (Σου αρέσει/αρέσουν…;) – story cubes
[bookmark: _Toc144284345][bookmark: _Toc149036888]This resource is for the teacher. It provides the content and instructions you need to share with students.
Use the story cubes provided, or create your own using the template in this document or with the editable version on Canva.
Organise students into groups of 3 to 4, providing each group with a set of cubes. There are 2 cubes to include all the school subjects, cubes 1a and 1b. Direct the students to alternate these, for variety.
Show students the cubes and work with them to identify the questions they could ask about each cube, for example:
Cubes 1a and 1b (subjects): Ποιο μάθημα είναι;
Cube 2 (likes and dislikes): Σου αρέσει/αρέσουν [subject];
Cube 3 (reasons): Γιατί;/Γιατί όχι; [footnoteRef:2] [2:  This cube is to be used later in the learning sequence once students have learned to describe their subjects.] 

Sample conversation
Using the samples above as a scaffold, students interact to share details about their preferences for subjects by asking questions and answering them in Greek using the prompts on the cubes. Students take turns to ask the questions each time, choosing another student in the group to answer.
Student A rolls one of the ‘subjects’ cubes [image: Geography.] and asks Student B to identify the subject in Greek: Ποιο μάθημα είναι;
Student B identifies the subject on the cube in Greek: Είναι η γεωγραφία.
Student A asks Student B: Σου αρέσει η γεωγραφία;
Student B rolls the ‘likes and dislikes’ cube and replies appropriately to the prompt (😖): Δεν μου αρέσει καθόλου η γεωγραφία.
If using the ‘reasons’ cube, Student A then asks Student B: Γιατί;/Γιατί όχι;
Student B rolls the ‘reasons’ dice and replies appropriately to the prompt (difficult): Είναι δύσκολο μάθημα.
[image: ] Differentiation examples
The following strategies provide a starting point for how you can differentiate this activity for a range of learners. Adapt or design alternatives to meet the needs of students in your class.
Students requiring additional support – consider including the Greek vocabulary on the cube, as well as providing the following scaffold:
Cube 1a or 1b: Ποιο μάθημα είναι; Είναι [name of subject].
Cube 2: Σου αρέσει/αρέσουν [subject]; Μου αρέσει/αρέσουν πολύ or Μου αρέσει/αρέσουν λίγο or Δε μου αρέσει/αρέσουν or Δε μου αρέσει/αρέσουν καθόλου [subject].
Cube 3: Γιατί;/Γιατί όχι; Είναι βαρετό μάθημα.
High potential and gifted students – allow students to create their own sentences based on the prompts each time. They may elect to include the reasons cube and add an appropriate conjunction such as αλλά, γιατί or Είναι so the sentence makes sense. For example, Δε μου αρέσουν τα μαθηματικά αλλά είναι χρήσιμο μάθημα. Students may want to also design their own competition, for example: Whose cubes are the most accurate when compared to the student’s own preferences? Or whose cubes make the silliest sentence?
