This document unpacks the Stage 4 and Stage 5 scope and sequences developed for the Auslan K–10 Syllabus (2023) that are available on the Department of Education’s Auslan curriculum support page.  It includes suggested grammar, vocabulary and structures for each unit. These are only suggestions – they can be adjusted and/or used as much or as little as suits your context. This document also demonstrates how the language builds across the entire 3-year scope and sequence.
Important: examples of Auslan included in this resource are written using glossing as a way to represent the signs using English words. Glossing does not capture the full grammatical structure or non-manual features of Auslan. However, it serves as a tool for learners to communicate about signs in a written format. The Glossary explains some of the terminology used in the glossed examples.

	These symbols enclose instructions or labels for NMFs in a glossed sentence.

	Fingerspell(ing)

	Words that must be fingerspelled are written with hyphenated letters, for example, S-Q-U-A-S-H.

	DS
	Depicting sign: a depicting sign in Auslan uses movement and shape to visually represent the action or object, for example, SURFING. In this depicting sign, one hand is flat with the palm facing down, representing the surfboard. Two fingers of the other hand are placed on top and slightly bent as if balancing on the board. The hands move together in a gentle, rocking or swaying motion to mimic the movement of surfing on the waves.

	2H
	2 hands: this notation indicates that a sign is produced using both hands.

	IX
	Index: the act of pointing to indicate a location or person.

	Loc
	Location: this indicates where the signer is pointing to indicate location in the signing space.

	++
	Repetition symbol: used to indicate that a sign is repeated. It is placed immediately after a written sign. The number of plus signs indicate the number of repetitions to convey the continuous repeated nature of an action without repeating the sign, for example, FLASH++.

Part A: Creating texts in Auslan (AU4-CRE-01)
You have been nominated as the buddy for a new class member who is d/Deaf or hard of hearing. To help them transition to your class, create a video for them in Auslan that introduces yourself and a classmate[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  As preparation for this task, students could complete a class survey with this information. Students can then be allocated a classmate to introduce in their presentation as a means to build relationships in the classroom context.]

Part B: Role of language, culture and identity (AU4-RLC-01)
You have been asked to create an article for the school newsletter, to explain to the school community how identity is shaped by language, culture and community, and ways to foster inclusion for d/Deaf or hard of hearing people. Reflect on the knowledge and understanding you have gained in this unit about Auslan and the Deaf community. Then, create the article, including information relating to:
types of visual communication
communication style (storytelling, humour, directness)
visual alerts
establishing and maintaining appropriate interaction
sense of community
identity.

Explore ways Auslan is used in the Deaf and wider communities for communication, and how to foster the inclusion of d/Deaf people in the community.
Understand that sign languages (also known as hand sign, hand talk or hand speak) are also part of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander Aboriginal Languages[footnoteRef:2] and are used by hearing and d/Deaf people as an alternative or supplement to spoken language. [2:  Please see Aboriginal Education for information for supporting Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander students.] 

Discover icons and symbols of sign languages and the Deaf community, for example, the Deaf flag.

Part B: Role of language, culture and identity (AU5-RLC-01)
Create a written text in English to reflect on your personal experience of learning Auslan. In your reflection consider the similarities and differences between communicating in Auslan and in English, for example, non-manual features that communicate meaning in Auslan, and gaining and maintaining attention of a d/Deaf or hard of hearing person. Explore how the use of these communication strategies is related to Deaf culture.
