Use a conversational tone and do not recite your answers – you may be interrupted if your answer sounds rote-learned.
Give consistent information about your life (fictitious or not) with relevant details. 
Give reasons to explain your choices and preferences. 
Use a variety of sentence structures and verb tenses and try to respond to questions with more than one sentence where possible.
Reflect on the topic and give your personal opinions. 
Use comparisons and scenarios to add more depth to your answers.
Record your answers to hear what you sound like and make the necessary changes in pronunciation, tone and intonation. 
Write answers to questions and submit them to your teacher for feedback.
Book in times with your teacher for regular feedback.
