
Government payments
Students learn about the availability of different types of government payments and how to calculate income from these payments.
Students will need at least one digital device per pair to access the given websites during this lesson.
Learning intentions
To know about the different types of government payments.
To be able to calculate income from government payments.
Success criteria
I can find information on different government payments.
I can identify the criteria to be eligible for a government payment.
I can justify the total income a person may receive from the government in different scenarios.

Activity structure
Please use the associated PowerPoint Government payments to display images in this lesson.
Activating prior knowledge
1. In a Think-Pair-Share (bit.ly/thinkpairsharestrategy), ask students to brainstorm everything they know about government payments.
Students may need support in understanding that government payments are also known by other names, such as Centrelink or Services Australia. 
They may share their knowledge of various payment types, including but not limited to the disability support pension, age pension, youth allowance, rent assistance, and so on.
Types of payments students share should be written on the board for them to refer to later.
1. Play the SBS Podcast ‘How can government payments support you? | Australia Explained’ (10:23) (bit.ly/SBSGovPayments) from 2:05–4:16.
A focus on payments that mainly affect students and young people is featured in the time section indicated. You may choose to play the podcast further to include other payments such as family tax benefit, age pension, disability support pension, and so on.
1. Ask students to reflect on their brainstorm and ask if any other payments need to be added to the list.
1. Distribute Appendix A ‘Income support payment trends’ to each pair of students.
Alternatively, if you can’t print in colour, display the graph on the board.
1. Instruct pairs to discuss what they notice and wonder (bit.ly/noticewonderstrategy) about the graph.
Students may notice the timeline is for a short period; the vertical axis is in millions and that there is a jump/spike in 2021 for unemployment benefits. Students may wonder how to accurately read the information from the graph and why some coloured areas are bigger than others. Students may require additional support to interpret the area graph. 
1. Use the Pose-Pause-Pounce-Bounce questioning strategy (PDF 557 KB) (bit.ly/posepausepouncebounce) to pose the following questions:
Which income support payment is received by the most people? Why?
What trend do you notice about age pension payments? Do you think this trend will continue?
What do you think is the reason for the large increase in the number of people receiving unemployment payments between 2020 and 2021?
Australia’s population in 2021 was 25.7 million (25 700 000). Do you think a lot of Australians receive income support payments? Explain why or why not.
Responses to the question prompts:
· Most people receive the age pension due to the wide range of ages who can claim this payment, including anyone who is 67 years of age or older.
· Age pension payments are increasing and will continue to increase while the largest demographic of baby boomers is retiring.
· COVID-19 caused many businesses to close or reduce the number of staff, resulting in high rates of unemployment.
· In 2021, there was close to 6 000 000 people receiving income support payments, which represented about 23% of the population. Less than 25% of the population received income support payments. The population continues to increase, but the number of people receiving income payments dropped back down to about 5 000 000 in 2022.
Connecting learning
1. Display slide 4 of the PowerPoint and pose the following scenario to students:
Jake is 16 years old and is enrolled in Year 11 at his local high school. He lives with and cares for his mum, who has a disability and receives a disability support pension. They are currently renting an apartment.
2. Continuing in their pairs, ask students to write down what types of government payments they think Jake might be able to access.
Students should refer to the list on the board developed during the ‘Activating prior knowledge’ section. Students are to keep their lists to reflect on later in the lesson.
3. Conduct a class discussion on why students think it’s important for Jake to receive these benefits.
4. Continue to display slide 4 and distribute a device to each pair.
5. Instruct students to go to the website ‘Centrelink Payment and Service Finder’ (bit.ly/Payment_Finder).

6. Direct students to select the Find payments option and use the information from Jake’s scenario to help them answer the questions. Have students select the Show results button to view a list of payments Jake may be able to receive.

Students can provide different information to the Payment finder questions. They can also select Show more underneath some of the payment options to see additional eligibility information. 
Advise students not to select the Estimate rate now button as the questions require detailed personal information. At this point you may need to address language that students are unfamiliar with from the Show more information, for example, dependent, guardian, tertiary, and so on.
1. Instruct pairs to turn and talk (bit.ly/classroomtalkmoves) with another pair to discuss any differences they had when entering in responses to the questions and if they think Jake would be eligible for the suggested payments.
1. Conduct a class discussion on the types of government payments Jake may be eligible to receive and why. Compare this with their initial list on the board.
At this point, students will only be able to determine the following:
· he is not eligible to receive a youth allowance or the tertiary access payment as he lives at home.
· further information is needed to determine his eligibility for carer payments and understand the definition of constant care. This will also affect his eligibility for the pension education supplement.
· Jake will be eligible for the carer allowance as he provides care for his mum, who has a disability.
· further information on income test requirements is needed to determine eligibility for the low-income health care card.
· further information is needed about Jake’s health to determine eligibility for the Medicare safety net.
1. Continuing in their pairs, instruct students to go to the website ‘A guide to Australian Government payments’ (bit.ly/AusGovPayments) and select the link A guide to Australian Government payments under the section Download and read at the top of the page.

The first link under the heading Download and read is a PDF, and the second link is a Microsoft Word document. Advise students to choose which version suits their situation.
1. Allocate each pair a different government payment from the list of possible options to research for Jake.
1. Animate slide 4 to provide further information about Jake. Instruct students to use this information to determine Jake’s eligibility and work out the payment rate from the tables given.
Students who are allocated the carer payment and the pension education supplement should work together to determine eligibility for both, as one relies on the other.
The definition of constant care is full-time which means the carer can’t work or study full-time. This means Jake won’t be eligible for both carer payment and the pension education supplement.
1. Conduct a class discussion asking pairs to present their findings and conclude which government payments Jake is eligible to receive and how much money he will receive each fortnight.
Responses here will vary depending on the information decided on for Jake’s situation. Basic eligibility will be that he receives the carer allowance of $159.30 per fortnight and the carer supplement of $600 per year. As Jake’s mum has a disability, she is already receiving the disability support pension and Jake will be covered for other government benefits under this.
Releasing responsibility
1. Use slides 6–9 from the PowerPoint to model finding the payment rate from a table using the Worked examples (Your turn) method (bit.ly/supportingstrategies). 
There are animations on slide 7. Animate to show the key information needed from the question to determine the section needed in the table, then animate to show where the solution came from in the table.
Advise students that other criteria for eligibility, such as income and asset tests, have not been included in the worked examples or further questions due to the complex nature of individual circumstances. Students should assume that these eligibility requirements have been met.
1. Place students into pairs and instruct students to continue using ‘A guide to Australian Government payments’ (bit.ly/AusGovPayments) on their devices, this time to find out how much Jake’s mum receives on her disability support pension, what other government payments Jake’s mum is eligible for and the payment amounts.
1. Instruct students to calculate the total amount of income Jake and his mum receive from government payments, both fortnightly and yearly.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk198736590]Use the Pose-Pause-Pounce-Bounce questioning strategy to initiate a class discussion for students to explain and provide reasoning for the following question: ‘Are the government payments Jake and his mum receive enough to live on?’
Students are to provide reasoning using local pricing contexts such as rental costs, supermarket costs, access to public transport, community transport or taxis, medical costs, education costs, and so on. Students will learn about budgeting in more detail in Lesson 17 – budgeting.


Independent practice
1. Assign students to visibly random groups of 3 (bit.ly/visiblegroups) to complete the scavenger hunt task from Appendix B ‘Scavenger hunt’.
2. Print one set of question cards, separate each card, and place the cards around the room. A vertical non-permanent surface could be useful at each card to assist the groups with their calculations.
3. Each group should start at one of the cards. The students work in their groups of 3 to solve the problem.
4. Once a group has solved the problem, they need to move around the room to find the solution on another card. Once they have found their solution, they should solve the question attached to the solution and repeat the process.
5. The activity is finished once the group returns to their original card.
Cards are printed in order, so the solution on the top of each card is the answer to the previous card.

Assessment and differentiation
Suggested opportunities for differentiation
Activating prior knowledge 
Teachers will need to adjust the pace of the initial brainstorming and discussions depending on students’ current prior knowledge and the connections they have around Australia’s social security system and the types of government payments available.
The Pose-Pause-Pounce-Bounce questions could be modified to target deeper reasoning using the ‘Wiederhold question matrix’ (bit.ly/wiederhold-matrix) or asking questions that require increased critical thinking or prediction.
Connecting learning 
Students may require additional support to find information in the Centrelink Payment and Service Finder tool. Teachers may choose to demonstrate to the whole class before pairs apply this to the scenario.
Students may require additional literacy support to understand the terminology used in the ‘A guide to Australian Government payments’ document.
Teachers may choose to print only the relevant pages from the ‘A guide to Australian Government payments’ document to reduce the cognitive load in navigating the document.
When discussing with students, teachers can encourage students to justify their decisions.
Releasing responsibility
Further worked examples could be provided if students require more explicit teaching of reading and interpreting payment tables.
Providing students with a printout of the disability support pension information can reduce the cognitive load of navigating the ‘A guide to Australian Government payments’ document.
Students can be provided with a list of living expense amounts to support them to answer the question ‘Are the government payments Jake and his mum receive enough to live on?’


Independent practice
Teachers may wish to adjust the ‘Scavenger hunt’ by including letters at the top of some or all pages for students to find a code word.
Students can complete the ‘Scavenger hunt’ individually to make it more challenging.
Students could be challenged to create their own question that would fit into the ‘Scavenger hunt’.
Suggested opportunities for assessment
Activating prior knowledge 
Brainstorming allows the teacher to check for understanding of the level of depth of the student’s prior knowledge.
A Think-Pair-Share provides students with the opportunity to reflect on the podcast.
Monitor responses to the Pose-Pause-Pounce-Bounce question prompts to check for student understanding of interpreting trends and information from the area graph.
Connecting learning 
Monitor the student pair discussions and their decision-making while working through the ‘Centrelink payment and services finder tool’.
Teachers could collect student responses to Jake’s scenario, providing evidence of decision-making on eligibility and payment rates.
Releasing responsibility
Monitor student responses to the ‘Your turn’ slide to check for understanding.
Monitor student calculations on mini whiteboards to assess students’ understanding and interpretation of payment tables.
Independent practice
When placed in groups of 3, students provide and receive peer feedback on their understanding.
As students complete the ‘Scavenger hunt’, teachers could ask students to explain and justify their thinking.
