
Deep dive into the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus – Module 2 
Facilitator guide
This guide is designed to accompany the session recording and participant workbook for the ‘Deep dive into the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus’ professional learning. Session structure
This session should take approximately 60 minutes to complete, with a 20-minute video and 40 minutes of activities. The following structure is recommended.

Facilitating the workshop
1. Reflect on the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus (2024). Consider:
What is your current level of understanding of the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
How confident do you feel in implementing the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
1. Begin the recording. Pause at 1:35. Allow 5 minutes for the activity to be completed. Continue the recording, then pause for a further 3 minutes at 2:50 for discussion.
Activity 1 – let’s get loud – in small groups, create a musical instrument using only found materials. The instrument must be able to produce 3 distinct pitches, 2 different volumes and must use at least 2 different materials. Opportunities to connect this learning with the syllabus are embedded throughout the professional learning. 
Pause the recording at 4:10. Allow 8 minutes for Activity 2.
[bookmark: _Extended_discussion_questions]Activity 2 – light and sound interact with materials in different ways – use the Stage 1 syllabus extract in the Participant workbook to identify content points addressed by the musical instrument activity. Participants may also choose to access online syllabuses from other key learning areas (KLAs) to identify further connections that can be made.
Pause the recording at 17:45. Allow 12 minutes for Activity 3. Continue the recording, then pause for a further 3 minutes for discussion.
Activity 3 – bringing it all together: making connections – choose a stage and review the selected content from the Participant workbook. Highlight natural connections between the selected content and consider possible classroom activities, recording these in the table in the Participant workbook.
Conclude the recording, allowing time for participants to enrol in the Statewide staffroom and to consider their own key takeaways.
Ask participants to reflect once more on the 2 questions posed at the beginning of the session:
1. What is your current level of understanding of the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
How confident do you feel in implementing the Science and Technology K–6 Syllabus (2024)?
