[bookmark: _Toc201741933]Purpose of resource
This sample scope and sequence for Agriculture Technology 7–10 is designed to support schools in planning and delivering a comprehensive, syllabus-aligned program. It provides a flexible framework with a ‘Year A’ and ‘Year B’, that can be adopted or adapted to suit local contexts, student needs, available infrastructure and school-based agricultural enterprises.
Each year – Year A or Year B – can be delivered independently to fulfil the requirements of the 100-hour course as outlined by the Agriculture Technology 7–10 Syllabus. When both years are delivered consecutively, in either order, this scope and sequence forms a cohesive 200-hour course, offering extended opportunities for students to deepen their understanding and practical application of agricultural concepts and processes.
The scope and sequence is supported by sample teaching and learning materials to assist teachers in effectively implementing the syllabus, while allowing for flexibility in programming, differentiation and local adaptation.

This resource can be used by teachers and school leaders to plan the implementation of Agriculture Technology 7–10 in their school.

All NSW public schools need to plan curriculum and develop teaching programs consistent with the Education Act 1990 (NSW) and the NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA) syllabuses and credentialing requirements.
Scope and sequences form part of the ongoing documentation or evidence schools maintain to comply with the department’s policy, policy standards and registration requirements.
Developing a robust scope and sequence has many benefits and may help teachers and schools to:
create opportunities for learning through practical activities and project work 
promote high expectations for student learning
identify opportunities for explicit teaching
provide timely and purposeful feedback for students on their learning
systematically plan for and undertake assessment
collect and use data to monitor achievements and identify gaps in learning
differentiate curriculum delivery to meet the needs of students at different levels of achievement
collaborate with other colleagues to plan for quality teaching and learning experiences.
This resource has been developed to assist teachers in NSW Department of Education schools to create learning that is contextualised to their classroom. It can be used as a basis for the teacher’s own program, assessment, or scope and sequence, or be used as an example of how the new curriculum could be implemented. The resource has suggested timeframes that may need to be adjusted by the teacher to meet the needs of their students.

	Students investigate plant production in controlled environments, exploring how protected cropping systems can improve yield, efficiency and sustainability. The unit includes practical activities with a focus on technologies used to manage environmental conditions, pests and resources.
	Students explore the use of alternative protein sources, such as insects, in animal production systems. The unit examines nutritional value, production efficiency and sustainability, with opportunities for practical investigations into feed development and use.
	Students examine the management of sheep for wool and/or meat production within an extensive farming system. The unit includes practical experiences in animal handling and health monitoring while exploring sustainability and market considerations.
	Students investigate the role of Australian native bees in honey production and pollination services. The unit explores hive management, agricultural benefits and sustainability, with opportunities to examine Indigenous knowledge, animal welfare and emerging technologies.

	Unit outline
	Students explore the management of beef cattle enterprises, including breeding, nutrition and marketing considerations. The unit includes practical skills in animal handling and health, alongside investigations into enterprise planning, welfare standards and industry innovations.
	Students investigate the production of flowering and ornamental plants for commercial and decorative use. The unit includes propagation, plant care and post-harvest practices, with consideration of sustainability and market demands.
	Students explore poultry production with a focus on layer enterprises, examining nutrition, reproduction and animal welfare. The unit includes breed selection, biosecurity practices and comparisons of production systems in response to market demands.
	Students develop practical skills in machinery operation, including safe tractor handling and basic field tasks. The unit may cover soil preparation, planting and maintenance while emphasising environmental sustainability and safe work procedures.
	Students explore the propagation and cultivation of native plants, with a focus on sustainable practices and their cultural significance. The unit includes hands-on activities in seed treatment, germination and environmental considerations for native plant production.
