may be other members of the staff (such as supervising teachers) who support or assist, and they are also encouraged to undertake the training, to enable them to provide safe student support, in the school Seting and whilst partiipating in school activties off-site.

‘The depariments Health Support in Schools Training certfication training is  one day nteractive course comprising presentations, demonstrations, reverse demonsiration opportunities, and a requirement for participants fo demonsirate their understanding of course content Participants are
‘evaluated for their knowledge and understanding of the course content, before being issued with their certifcate. Cerificates are valid for 2 years. Partiipants cannot enrol in a recertfcation course ifthey have not attend a certification course in the past.
