· Relationships

3. Present your routine to the company (this will be your class)
4. Each group will be responsible for evaluating another group’s routine. Each member will be given an evaluation sheet which needs to be completed and handed to the teacher at the completion of the routine. Your teacher will tell you what group you are assessing.
5. You will also be responsible for evaluating your own group
